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Annual Conference Voting Procedures

One City One Vote. Each member city has a right to cast one vote on matters pertaining to
League policy.

Designating a City Voting Representative. Prior to the Annual Conference, each city
council may designate a voting delegate and up to two alternates; these individuals are
identified on the Voting Delegate Form provided to the League Credentials Committee.

Registering with the Credentials Committee. The voting delegate, or alternates, may
pick up the city's voting card at the Voting Delegate Desk in the conference registration
area. Voting delegates and alternates must sign in at the Voting Delegate Desk. Here they
will receive a special sticker on their name badge and thus be admitted to the voting area at
the Business Meeting. :

Signing Initiated Resolution Petitions. Only those individuals who are voting delegates
(or alternates), and who have picked up their city’s voting card by providing a signature to
the Credentials Committee at the Voting Delegate Desk, may sign petitions to initiate a
resolution.

Voting. To cast the city's vote, a city official must have in his or her possession the city's
voting card and be registered with the Credentials Committee. The voting card may be
transferred freely between the voting delegate and alternates, but may not be transferred to
another city official who is neither a voting delegate or alternate.

Voting Area at Business Meeting. At the Business Meeting, individuals with a voting card
will sit in a designated area. Admission will be limited to those individuals with a special
sticker on their name badge identifying them as a voting delegate or alternate.

Resolving Disputes. In case of dispute, the Credentials Committee will determine the
validity of signatures on petitioned resolutions and the right of a city official to vote at the
Business Meeting.

RECOMMENDATION:

That Council authorize the City Attorney to execute, and approve as to form, a City
Professional Services contract with Meyers, Nave, Riback, Silver & Wilson not to
exceed the amount of $75,000 for legal services pertaining to the implementation of the
Santa Barbara Channelkeeper Consent Decree.

DISCUSSION:

Background

The City operates 257 miles of wastewater collection system pipelines, the majority of
which are six or eight inches in diameter and convey wastewater to the City’s El Estero
Wastewater Treatment Plant. The operation of the wastewater collection system is
regulated by the State Water Resources Control Board under a Waste Discharge
Requirement Permit.

In April 2011, Santa Barbara Channelkeeper (Channelkeeper) filed a lawsuit against the
City in Federal District Court, alleging violations of the Clean Water Act, caused by spills
from the wastewater collection system pipelines. The City contracted with the law firm
Meyers, Nave, Riback, Silver & Wilson (Meyers Nave) to provide legal support for the
lawsuit. The terms of a Consent Decree were agreed to by both the City and
Channelkeeper in March 2012. The Consent Decree will terminate on March 31, 2017.
The Meyers Nave contract was for $345,000, and covered lawsuit negotiations and
ongoing legal support thus far for implementation of the Consent Decree.

Since that time, staff has been diligently working to meet or exceed all requirements of
the Consent Decree. However, the City has not been successful in consistently
meeting the Consent Decree goal for Sewer System Overflow Reduction Performance
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Standard (SSO Standard) for collection system spills. The SSO Standard was achieved
in Calendar Year 2013 and has not been met since.

Exceeding the SSO Standard does not put the City in violation of the Consent Decree,
but it does require that the City identify and implement additional measures designed to
reduce spills to within the SSO Standard. Staff has implemented additional measures
each year, as required, designed to reduce SSOs.

On May 24, 2016, staff presented the Annual Wastewater Collection System Report to
Council. At that meeting, Channelkeeper was provided up to 20 minutes to address the
Council. In her discussion, Ms. Kira Redmond, Executive Director for Channelkeeper,
requested that Council extend the terms of the Consent Decree for three more years,
otherwise Channelkeeper would allege that the City was in contempt of court.

On June 30, 2016, staff received notice from Channelkeeper that they are invoking
Informal Dispute Resolution pursuant to the Consent Decree. In accordance with the
terms of the Consent Decree, the parties must now meet and confer in a good faith
effort to resolve the dispute informally. Staff recommends that Council authorize the City
Attorney to execute a contract with Meyers Nave to continue supporting the City with
legal services through the Dispute Resolution process and remaining term of the
Consent Decree.

There are sufficient appropriated funds in the Wastewater Operating Fund to cover
these costs.

DISCUSSION:

Project Description

The Lower Arroyo Burro Restoration Project (Project) is planned for a 14.74 acre City-
owned property, located at the north end of Alan Road. The site is currently degraded
but includes environmentally sensitive habitat with approximately 1,800 linear feet of
creek frontage and is an important scenic view corridor from Las Positas Road. The
Project goals are to improve wildlife habitat, water quality, aesthetics, and flood control.

The conceptual design contract will include surveying, hydrological modeling analysis,
hydraulic modeling, engineering, construction costs estimates, and analysis of FEMA flood
zone mapping.

Some of the initial ideas for site restoration include removal of obsolete erosion control
structures, removal of invasive non-native plants, re-grading the creek channel, installing
in-stream rock structures, and re-vegetation with native plants and trees.

A restored creek channel will improve wildlife access, food supplies, and shelter. Water
quality will also be improved through increased shading, aeration, and bio-filtration.
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Consultant Selection

In April 2016, a request for proposals was distributed to 12 engineering and design firms
experienced with creek restoration in California. Waterways Consulting, Inc. was the only
firm to submit a proposal and has been selected to develop the conceptual restoration
plans. Waterways staff has extensive experience designing restoration projects in urban
areas and has designed over ten major creek restoration projects within California,
including two projects locally on Carpinteria and Gobernador Creek.

Timeline

With Council approval of the contract, the concept design phase will begin in August 2016.
Final concept design plans will be delivered in February 2017. The timeline includes a
public meeting with the Creeks Advisory Committee and focused outreach to stakeholders
including permitting agencies and the adjacent neighborhood. Input from the various
stakeholders will be incorporated into the final concept design plans prior to initiating
environmental analysis and permitting. Grant applications will be submitted during 2017 to
obtain additional project funding, and project permitting and approvals will be completed.
Final design plans and construction bidding will be completed in late 2017/early 2018 with
project construction estimated to occur during the summer of 2018.

BUDGET/FINANCIAL INFORMATION:

The cost to prepare the concept design plans is $56,300. A ten percent change order of
$5,600 is also included to cover any cost increases that may result from necessary
changes to the scope of work. With contingency funds, the total cost for the Waterways
Consulting, Inc. contract is $61,900. Funds for this project are included in the Creeks
Fiscal Year 2017 Capital Improvement Fund.

A copy of the contract is available for public review in the City Clerk’s Office.
SUSTAINABILITY IMPACT:

The purpose of the Project is to improve water quality and wildlife habitat in Arroyo Burro.
These efforts will contribute to local, regional, and federal objectives of improving water
guality and riparian habitat.

DISCUSSION:

The Mayor and Council's Office Arts and Community Promotion budget includes
$80,700 for the Santa Barbara International Film Festival for Fiscal Year 2017. This
reflects a 3% increase in funding from the prior year. The funding will be used for the
promotion of the festival and year-round administrative expenses. The term of the
contract extends over the period of July 1, 2016 through June 30, 2017.

The festival has been recognized as one of the premiere film festivals, drawing
thousands of visitors from outside Santa Barbara. The economic impact from arts and
cultural events in Santa Barbara is significant. Cultural arts programs and events
provide a major boost to the local economy through ticket sales, sponsorships, services,
supplies and employee salaries. Recognizing cultural arts as a vital component of the
community’s economic vitality and the importance of providing free entertainment to the
community, the City provides over $2.6 million for events, festivals, and arts and
community promotion organizations.

That Council receive an update from Saul Serrano, Task Force Coordinator, regarding
the work of the South Coast Task Force on Youth Safety.

DISCUSSION:

The Task Force was formed in 2009 after a yearlong effort of community meetings and
discussions on youth gang issues and solutions. This regional effort is funded by local
governments in the south coast and solidified by a memorandum of understanding. The
MOU is renewed on an annual basis and has been approved for fiscal year 2017.

The regional approach recognizes that youth gang violence is a community problem
and therefore the solution will require on-going collaborative community efforts. The
South Coast Task Force on Youth Safety will:

e Serve as a convener, not as a program operator, in order to improve coordination

e Take a regional approach focused on the south coast jurisdictions of the cities of
Carpinteria, Goleta, Santa Barbara, and South Santa Barbara County.

e Advocate for comprehensive evidence based and promising programs that
include suppression, intervention and prevention.

e Be experimental with solutions, programs and opportunities.

The mission of the South Coast Task Force on Youth Safety is “to improve and support
the safety and quality of life for youth, their families, and the community.”

The Task Force is composed of elected officials, chief executives from public, private
and non-profit organizations and community representation. Representatives include
City Councils and the County Board of Supervisors, City and County executives,
philanthropic organizations, youth and parents, service providers, law enforcement,
County Probation and Social Services Departments, school districts, Santa Barbara
Community College, the University of California at Santa Barbara and the faith
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community. Representatives work in support of the task force and attend quarterly
meetings.

Regional administrative support is provided by the Community Action Commission
(CAC) which serves as the host agency and fiscal agent. Using a per-capita formula,
the effort is funded by a combined contribution of $201,914.00 from government
partners. With a fund balance, the budget for FY 2016-17 is $239,405.00.
