[bookmark: _GoBack]SUBJECT:	State of California Department Of Alcoholic Beverage Control  Special Alcohol Enforcement Grant 

RECOMMENDATION:  That Council:

A.	Accept a grant from the State of California Department of Alcoholic Beverage Control in the amount of $25,000 and authorize the Chief of Police to execute the grant agreement; and

B.	Increase the estimated revenues and appropriations in the Miscellaneous Grants Fund by $25,000 in Fiscal Year 2017 for the implementation of the grant.

DISCUSSION:

The Santa Barbara Police Department applied for and received funding from the State of California Department of Alcoholic Beverage Control (ABC) in order to employ a full spectrum of State, County, City, and local community resources to conduct uniformed and undercover operations at ABC licensed premises.  These operations will include periodic special alcohol enforcement actions, such as Shoulder-Tap, Minor Decoy and IMPACT Inspection operations. The additional grant funding will assist the Police Department in expanding current enforcement efforts regarding California Business and Professions Code violations which frequently occur at alcohol vending establishments, such as minors purchasing alcohol or adults who purchase alcohol for minors.  

The grant covers the period of October 1, 2016 – August 31, 2017.  The grant funds will be used to cover overtime and benefits for first line supervisors, officers, and staff who are assigned to meet the grant reporting requirements.

In addition, the Police Department will provide information to the community on the reporting of alcohol-related offenses through the media and establish procedures for better identifying and mitigating law enforcement problems at and near alcohol-vending premises.  




BUDGET/FINANCIAL INFORMATION: 

The funding from this grant will increase the Department’s Miscellaneous Grants Fund estimated revenue and related appropriations by $25,000.
