A RESOLUTION OF THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SANTA BARBARA APPROVING THE REVISED MINIMUM STANDARD REQUIREMENTS FOR AIRPORT AERONAUTICAL  SERVICES AT THE SANTA BARBARA AIRPORT AND REPEALING RESOLUTION NO. 98-098
WHEREAS, the City of Santa Barbara is the owner and operator of the Santa Barbara Municipal Airport and the Airport Department is responsible for the management and administration of the Airport, which includes operation, maintenance, and capital improvement of aviation buildings and facilities; 

WHEREAS, the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) places the responsibility with the Airport operator to ensure that adequate aeronautical services and facilities are available on a fair and reasonable basis to all aviation users; 

WHEREAS, to encourage the safe and orderly development of the Airport and its operation, the FAA recommends that Minimum Standard Requirements for Airport Aeronautical Services be developed; 

WHEREAS,  Airport Minimum Standards establish the minimum requirements to be met by an entity as a condition for the privilege to conduct an aeronautical activity or provide a commercial aeronautical service at the Airport; and
WHEREAS, A revision of the Airport Minimum Standards, adopted July 14, 1998, is needed to accommodate changes in the Aviation Industry in the way in which services are provided.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SANTA BARBARA THAT:

SECTION 1.  The attached Revised Minimum Standard Requirements For Airport Aeronautical Services, Santa Barbara, Municipal Airport, dated September 12, 2006 are hereby approved.
