CA 01   Arts for Humanity




$ 4,000


$3,500

Grant requests support for successful year-long program that provides professional training and performance opportunities for people with developmental disabilities, at–risk youth, the elderly and others in partnership with local artists and the community.  Center Stage Theatre provides great flexibility and appropriate venue.  Grant funds will be used for Mixed-Ability Theatre/Dance Productions and assistance for the Outsiders Art Exhibit. The panel applauded Arts for Humanity’s continued commitment to providing accessible art opportunities to such diverse groups, particularly seniors who are so underserved.

CA 02   Alvaro Suman

This proposal is requesting funds for support of artist’s fees to work with local high school art students to design and create a piece of ceramic art in public scale.  Funds are to be matched by facility, fabrication and material costs by other sources. The Arts Fund would coordinate with the Artist and provide a network of groups to accomplish the project. The project proposes workshops at Alhecama Art Center followed by an exhibit at the Arts Fund Gallery before being installed in public space.   While panel members appreciated the collaboration with the Arts Fund in providing high school students the opportunity to work with a master artist on a community project, they were concerned that the grant would provide the experience to only a handful of students and the permanent siting of the sculpture at the end of the project could prove problematic.

CA 03   Art at the Jewish Community Center

Through exhibition and outreach programs, Art at the JCC honors and shares the universality of Jewish values, history and culture.  Requested grant will fund Continuing the Latino Tradition that will honor the Latino artist.  The exhibition will be open for public viewing from Mar. – May 2007.  A panel discussion with featured artists, docent-led tours, Latino storyteller and video presentation will be integral to the reception.  The panel applauded the concept and breadth of programming for the proposed Continuing Latino Artists exhibition. Limited public access to the exhibition beyond the opening reception was a concern. 

CA 04   Arts Mentorship Program

Grant funds requested to be used to cover the cost of classroom space for programs at ARTS ALIVE! Creativity Center.  Proposal is to subsidize the space provided for after school and evening programs for the 2006-07 school year.  ARTS ALIVE! will continue to offer space for programs to AMP at a discounted rate.  Funds are necessary to continue to support the management and physical space of these programs. While the panel is very supportive of providing after school programming it was unclear how money would be directly tracked to specifically support this program. 

CA 05   Bison Films

Grant funds were proposed for an ongoing Santa Barbara filmmaker’s liaison position.  Liaison would primarily be concerned with encouraging and expanding SB filmmaker participation in the Santa Barbara International Film Festival.   While the committee supports and acknowledges the importance of including Santa Barbara-based filmmaker participation in the SB International Film Festival, it was unclear from this grant request how those filmmakers would be notified, recruited and what process used to engage them in the process.

CA 06   Caribbean Festival

Funds requested to support artists and venue expenses for this popular local Oak Part event that connects with the community to celebrate dance, music and other elements of a diverse island culture that fuses with many other cultures. The committee could not consider this grant request as the application was not complete.  The Committee recommended that a venue with more visibility than Oak Park might be more appropriate and would help with attendance.

CA 07   Children’s Creative Project

Grant support will subsidize in part performances by professional touring artists that will occur at individual school sites in the SB Elementary School District.  During the 2006/07 academic year, CCP will serve five schools and 2600 students.  CCP will be able to reinstate this specially funded touring artist program.  The review panel appreciates this effort by CCP to help provide and subsidize the costs of performances by professional touring artists to a number of SB  Elementary Schools, many of whose students are underserved.

CA 08   Corazon Concerts Connected

The project’s objective is to create a Roots Music Festival-Corazon Concerts Connected-in the City of SB at the Marjorie Luke Theatre during a 3 day weekend in the month of April.  The festival will promote different genres with roots and identity characteristics, either in a traditional or contemporary form.  The entirely bi-lingual festival will work with teachers at all public schools and SB City College to encourage student and family participation.   The review panel commends Corazon Concerts Connected for its focus on roots and diverse genres in a series of bi-lingual concerts with a very broad outreach to promote multi-generational participation. 

CA 09   Dancing Drum

Grant funds will be used to facilitate residencies for 4 fifth grade classrooms at Title 1 schools during 2006-2007 school year. Dancing Drum’s mission is to provide a forum for students to participate in the universal language of rhythm through drumming, dancing, singing/spoken-word, and performance art. A new program titled “Drumming Up World Music” will serve each class with 6 instructional hours and final student performance.   A stellar program that reaches diverse audiences and helps build community while building self-esteem and promoting respect for others.

CA 10   Ethnic Outreach Program

Long running and well-positioned outreach program located at Eastside Library provides consistent neighborhood-based outreach program that presents diverse artists and encourages family participation in all library services. Funds requested to provide a free monthly children’s multicultural performance series.  The theatre experience with fifty child size chairs and rugs are used during performances and provide a calming effect on the audience. The review panel applauded the grass roots effort and the commitment to making these activities available to a much underserved community.
CA 11   Genesis West

This theatre company is dedicated to presenting high quality professional theatre productions for the entertainment, enrichment and education of SB audiences.  The goal is to have 150 high-school and college students attend each of the two productions in the 2006-07 season.  Project coordinator will work directly with teachers to see that study guides are provided and tickets distributed. Tickets will be provided free of charge.  The committee commends Genesis West for their efforts to inform and make performing arts experiences more accessible to high school and college students who might not otherwise experience theatre.

CA 12   Gilbert Paquet Sculpture Project

Proposed project was to take place at the Maritime Museum.  Committee felt the project did not serve the community, rather the guest participants already at the Maritime museum.   It was unclear from the grant proposal how the community could or would be involved in this project.  There appeared to be no programming or outreach in place to maximize exposure to the project and the artist’s process.

CA 13   Inner light Community Gospel Choir

Funds are to be used for a local Musical Workshop during the month of February in connection with Black History Month.  In keeping with the choir’s mission, the workshop provides a way of furthering the knowledge of gospel music to the community and brings awareness that gospel music is a tradition and culture to be preserved as a unique form of American Art.  The workshop will culminate with a public performance honoring Black History month and a proposed Roots Music festival.  The Panel commends the group on their community focus on preserving the art and culture of this American art form and including a public performance during Black History Month. 

CA 14   John E. Profant Fndtn. For the Arts

Funding is to support the restoration, costuming and choreography for the Brosik Masks only, which were created for performances at the Courthouse.  Committee members commend the Profant Foundation for their role in restoring and preserving the Brosik Masks as an important part of our cultural history.

CA 15   Kathi Scarminach Art Lessons

Grant funds will support the art program at Cesar Chavez Charter School during the 2006-07 school year.  Project brings artist into community-based school that uses cultural literacy as a fundamental teaching strategy.  The committee applauds the efforts of Cesar Chavez and their inclusion of art and culture in their curriculum.  The grants are used primarily for events and programming and usually are not given for art supplies.

CA 16   Michael Downey Teen Outreach Prog.

This program provides linkage for aspiring young dancers to the larger dance community.  Workshops and performances combine with annual youth choreographer program to provide broad professional exposure for participating young artists.  Outreach efforts will bring minority and underserved teens into the Showcase program as choreographers and performers.  The committee applauds this program that makes in depth dance and choreography opportunities more available and accessible to underserved youth.

CA 17   Michael Katz Storyteller

$3,500
Storyteller Michael Katz  proposes working with 11 of Santa Barbara’s elementary schools to present workshops and performances.  Because of these schools have a 20-year history of working with this exemplary program; grant funds provide enormous leverage for citywide program.  Grant funds will allow the entire school to benefit from the residency.  A stellar program that continues to serve diverse, underserved audiences.

CA 18   Pearl Chase Society Music Series

In partnership with the UCSB Arts and Lectures, grant funds will be used to support a concert series which will bring in renowned musicians and ensembles.  The primary goal of this many-faceted program is to continue to increase the community’s understanding of and support for its cultural and architectural landmarks while rejuvenating and nourishing the community’s interest in chamber music. The committee commends the Pearl Chase Society for collaborating with Arts and Lectures in bringing events downtown and showcasing some of the City’s Architectural treasures in the process.

CA 19   Performing and Visual Arts Camp

Funds will be used for a five week summer program culminating in a full scale musical production.  Using a teaching philosophy that cultivates and celebrate developing life-long learners, this program is designed to introduce students, particularly those at-risk, to the fundamental principles of the creative process.   The panel appreciates this program that continues to serve diverse, underserved audiences and provides in-depth experience in the creative process.

CA 20   Project Renaissance

Project Renaissance, in collaboration with the City of Santa Barbara, is offering a program for youth living in disadvantaged circumstances in the low-income community on the Westside of SB.  This project is collaboration with City at Peace, a program which utilizes the performing arts as a vehicle for creating change in the lives of participants.  Funds will be used for a visual art installation, “Mona Speaks”.  The performance will be documented by photography or video for further exhibition.  The panel commends the collaborative and multi-disciplinary efforts of this program that continues to serve diverse, underserved youth particularly on the Westside of SB and uses the arts for enriching lives.

CA 21   Reflections of Poverty Art Show

Grant funds will be used to provide funding for a local artist to mentor up to ten homeless individuals to create projects for entry into the Reflection of Poverty Art Show.  Workshop classes will last at least two hours a week for ten weeks.  This project will seek to increase the number of community participants submitting projects as well as improve the quality of the submissions to this annual exhibition.   The panel appreciates the community focus and public visibility of the Reflections of Poverty exhibition and the fact that this proposed program provides an under-served group access to a mentor artist to develop creative outlets for expression.
CA 22   Vocal Jazz School Workshop

The Santa Barbara Vocal Jazz Foundation is dedicated to bringing vocal jazz to underprivileged school children. Grant funds will pay for one eight-week workshop in a Title-1 school.  Instructors will work with 30-38 students for one hour each week during the regular school day.  The panel appreciates this program that serves this underserved audience and provides them with experience in this cultural American art form.

CA 23   Santa Barbara Dance Institute

$ 3,500

This new in-school dance program now in its second year of operation proposes to expand its programs within participating schools to create a nationally accepted dance instruction technique.  The program culminates in the EVENT OF THE YEAR when all classes come together to perform.  Grant funds leverage additional support from the artist and community.  The committee applauds this program that makes dance instruction available in schools at a time when funding for the arts has been cut and provides students to perform with peers from other schools. 

CA 24   SB Summer Stock

Santa Barbara Summer Stock has been serving the community for thirty years.  Young people from grade school to high school have been singing, dancing and acting in shows that they help to create.  Summer Stock will be working  at La Cumbre Jr. High and will target the Westside public schools.  Grant funds are requested to artist salaries for the 2007 season.   The Committee applauds the continued success of this program and their focus this year on Westside public schools while centering their workshops at the renovated La Cumbre Jr. High facilities.

CA 25   Son Ando Santa Barbara

The project will invite professional artists from the son jarocho musical genre, Grupo Hikuri to Santa Barbara.  Grant funds will assist with community performances, student assemblies, meet the artist interpreted interviews, and educational music and dance workshops with members of the community at large.   The Committee commends Son Ando for its strongly community-based proposal that will serve schools and families that have been underrepresented in the cultural, social, and economic contexts of the city of Santa Barbara.  

CA 26   Sound and Vision

This unique collaboration with Contemporary Arts Forum will provide an unusual cross-disciplinary interaction for both audience and artists.  CAF provides an arena for the presentation of a broad variety of visual, media, and performance by local, regional, national, and international artists.  Sound and Vision is a series consisting of five concerts scheduled at monthly and bi-monthly intervals.  Funds from the grant will be used for the musical artist fees.   Panel members appreciated the interdisciplinary aspects of the proposal —mixing contemporary music with contemporary art programming at CAF, but felt that the series as presented would not be accessible to a broad range of people.

CA 27   The Tranquility Project

This project provides a class for each Santa Barbara 7th grade Social Studies class, introducing Japanese art and culture and its effect on civilization (past and present) via the exploration of Japanese Tea Ceremony which has been a major vehicle of preserving Japanese art and culture for over four hundred years.  The project will take place for one week at SB Junior High School in April 2007.   The Committee commends this project that focuses on art and cultural aspects of civilizations presented to a large group of underserved, culturally diverse students and recommended a possible connection to the City’s Sister City Program with Toba, Japan. 

CA 28   Youth Cinemedia Project

Youth CineMedia utilizes cutting edge technology to teach high-risk, low performing continuation high school students the fundamentals of documentary video production and digital multimedia arts.  Student projects are screened at the SBIFF as a component of the Latino CineMedia sidebar.  This proposal was for continued operation of the program from September 2006 – January 2007 to enroll 40 students at La Cuesta Jr. High with grant funds to be used for the project director and for video supplies.  No funding was given because the grant application was not complete.
