Approval Of Map And Execution Of Agreements For 1221 Chino Street
RECOMMENDATION:
That Council:
A. Approve and authorize the City Administrator to record Parcel Map No. 20,696 by Patricia Katherine Sturm, Trustee of the Patricia Katherine Sturm Trust, dated December 20, 1989 as to an undivided 53.9% interest, and Clint Lefler, an unmarried man as to an undivided 17.1% interest, and Katherine E. Bender, a married woman as her sole and separate property as to an undivided 29% interest, as Tenants in Common for a subdivision located at 1221 Chino Street, and find the Parcel Map in conformance with the General Plan for the City of Santa Barbara (City); 
B. Approve and authorize the City Administrator to execute and record an Agreement Relating to Subdivision Map Conditions Imposed on Real Property; and

C. Approve and authorize the City Administrator to execute and record an Agreement for Land Development Improvements.
DISCUSSION:
A Tentative Map to create a subdivision located at 1221 Chino Street (Attachment 1) was conditionally approved on October 14, 2004 by adoption of the Planning Commission Conditions of Approval, Resolution Number 047-04.  The proposed project creates a two-lot subdivision from a 15,000 square foot lot.  Proposed Lot A would be 7,950 square feet and Lot B would be 7,050 square feet for a total of four residential condominium units with two condominiums on each lot.    This project would result in one new residential unit, and the conversion of three existing residential units to condominiums.
In accordance with the Planning Commission’s approval among other things, the owners have signed and submitted the Parcel Map and subject Agreements to the City.  It is necessary for Council to approve the Parcel Map and concurrently recorded Conditions (Attachment 2) since it conforms to all the requirements of the Subdivision Map Act and the Municipal Code applicable at the time of approval or conditional approval of the Tentative Map (Municipal Code, Chapter 27.09.060).
Staff recommends that Council authorize the City Administrator to execute the subject Agreement Relating to Subdivision Map Conditions Imposed on Real Property and Agreement for Land Development Improvements.  The Agreement Assigning Water Extraction Rights is being processed concurrently with this Council Agenda Report, but will be signed by the Public Works Director in accordance with Council Resolution No. 02-131.
