SUBJECT:

Relocated Sewer Easement And Agreement At 907 Roble Lane
RECOMMENDATION:
That Council:

A. Approve and authorize the Public Works Director to execute a Relocated Sewer Easement Agreement with James J. Weber and Christine A. Weber, Trustees, or such successor trustees as may hereafter be appointed trustees of the James J. Weber and Christine A. Weber Revocable Living Trust UDT, dated December 11, 2003, related to the slight relocation of a portion of existing sewer main and necessary voluntary grant of a small public sewer easement on the real property known as 907 Roble Lane; and
B. Adopt by reading of title only, A Resolution of the Council of the City of Santa Barbara Accepting a Public Sewer Easement Located at 907 Roble Lane, Santa Barbara County Assessor’s Parcel No. 019‑252‑007.

DISCUSSION:
The City owns an existing sewer easement and maintains a public sewer main located on the real property known as 907 Roble Lane, owned by James J. Weber and Christine A. Weber, Trustees of the James J. Weber and Christine A. Weber Revocable Living Trust UDT, dated December 11, 2003.  The sewer easement was reserved by deed recorded on May 7, 1956, filed as Instrument No. 8836, in Book 1377 at Page 415 of Official Records.

The owner of 907 Roble Lane has obtained City permits to allow their construction of additional home improvements, as provided by City Case No. MST2002‑00363.  The home addition is nearly complete, but during construction, it was determined that a portion of the structure encroaches into the existing sewer easement, and the owner’s contractor inadvertently caused damage to the existing public sewer main during placement of improvements.  The owners have replaced the affected portion of the sewer main in a slightly new alignment, as provided by Case No. BLD2003‑01161, and as depicted on City Plan C‑1‑4093 filed in the office of the City Engineer.  The approximate location of the relocated sewer main is shown on the attached photo exhibit.
The owner desires voluntarily, without monetary compensation by the City, to grant the City a small new sewer easement adjacent to the existing easement to provide for a small portion of the relocated sewer main not located entirely within the existing sewer easement.  The consideration proposed for the new sewer easement is the mutual benefit derived by the relocation of the public sewer main in a more compatible and secure location.
To provide for the small new sewer easement, the owner has signed and returned the Relocated Sewer Easement Agreement recommended for approval by Council.  The owner has also signed the Sewer Easement Deed proposed for acceptance by resolution of the Council.  If the proffered easement is accepted, as recommended, the Sewer Easement Deed will be recorded in the Official Records.
