Airport Animal Ordinance 
RECOMMENDATION: 
That Council introduce and subsequently adopt, by reading of title only, an ordinance of the Council of the City of Santa Barbara amending the Municipal Code by amending Section 18.08.170 pertaining to animals on Airport property.
DISCUSSION:
Background:
Currently Airport ordinances prohibit animals on any portion of the Airport with only certain narrow exceptions for assistance animals and animals traveling by air. To accommodate persons with animals passing through areas of the Airport outside the Airfield and Airline Terminal, and persons keeping animals on Airport leaseholds, a revision to the Municipal Code, Section 18.08.170 is needed.
Proposed Ordinance Changes

The proposed revision establishes requirements for persons with animals in public areas and leased spaces on Airport property beyond the Airline Terminal and Airfield.  Persons with a domestic animal in public areas, other than the Airline Terminal and Airfield, must manage the animal consistent with existing Municipal Code requirements presented in Section 6.08.020. In addition to other requirements, this section requires that dogs are leashed. For persons keeping animals on the Airport, an agreement with the City specifically allowing such activity is required.
The proposed revision clarifies that the current prohibition on animals at the Airport applies to Airline Terminal and Airfield areas only. Exceptions to that prohibition are broadened to allow law enforcement animals in the Airline Terminal and Airfield areas.  

Revisions to Section 18.08.170 also include a requirement that animal waste be removed immediately and disposed of properly, and authorization for the Airport Director to require immediate removal of dangerous and nuisance animals.
On June 21, 2006, Airport Commission recommended that City Council introduce and subsequently adopt the proposed changes to Title 18 regarding animals on airport property.
