Approval Of Map And Execution Of Agreements For 309 Ladera Street
RECOMMENDATION:
That Council:
A.
Approve and authorize the City Administrator to record Parcel Map No. 20,737 by

Johnny Chang and Julie Chang, husband and wife, as joint tenants for a subdivision located at 309 Ladera Street, Assessor’s Parcel No. 031-221-022, and find the Parcel Map in conformance with the General Plan for the City of Santa Barbara (City); and
B.
Approve and authorize the City Administrator to execute and record an Agreement Relating to Subdivision Map Conditions Imposed on Real Property.
DISCUSSION:
A Tentative Map to create a subdivision located at 309 Ladera Street (Attachment 1) was conditionally approved on November 3, 2005, by adoption of the Planning Commission’s Conditions of Approval, Resolution Number 066-05 (Attachment 2).  The proposed project is a one-lot subdivision for the conversion of four existing apartments to four residential condominiums.
In accordance with the Planning Commission’s approval among other things, the owners have signed and submitted the Parcel Map and subject Agreement to the City under Public Works Permit Number PBW2006-00946.  It is necessary that Council approve the Parcel Map since it conforms to all of the requirements of the Subdivision Map Act and the Municipal Code applicable at the time of approval, or conditional approval of the Tentative Map (Municipal Code, Chapter 27.09.060). 

Staff recommends that Council authorize the City Administrator to execute the subject Agreement Relating to Subdivision Map Conditions Imposed on Real Property.  The Agreement Assigning Water Extraction Rights is being processed concurrently with this Council Agenda Report, but will be signed by the Public Works Director in accordance with Council Resolution No. 02-131.
