Abandonment Of Waterline Easement, And Acceptance Of Water Meter License And Public Walkway Easement For 2050 Alameda Padre Serra 

RECOMMENDATION:
That Council:

A.
Adopt, by reading of title only, A Resolution of the Council of the City of Santa Barbara (City) Adopting an Order Summarily Vacating and Abandoning a Certain Public Waterline Easement Located at 2050 Alameda Padre Serra, Assessor’s Parcel Number 019-163-004, Within the Limits of Said City, and Providing for the Recordation of this Resolution; and
B.
Adopt, by reading of title only, A Resolution of the Council of the City of Santa Barbara Accepting a Water Meter License and a Public Walkway Easement Located at 2050 Alameda Padre Serra, Assessor’s Parcel Number  019‑163‑004. 

DISCUSSION:
Michael Towbes is the owner of the real property located at 2050 Alameda Padre Serra, Assessor’s Parcel Number 019-163-004, commonly known as Riviera Park, (Attachment 1).
As a condition of approval for the ongoing development of Riviera Park approved by the Planning Commission (PC) on December 18, 2003, by adoption of P.C. Resolution No. 073-03, the owner is required to:
1)  Accept the ownership and maintenance of an onsite waterline that serves only the Riviera Park property following action by the City to summarily vacate the existing public waterline easement.
2)  Provide a water meter license to the City for access to read onsite water meters and relocate water meters, as necessary.
3)  Grant the City an easement for a new public walkway constructed by the owner, near the intersection of Alvarado Place and Lasuen Road. 
Summary Vacation of Public Waterline Easement

Attachment 1 shows an existing waterline and easement located on the property that was dedicated to and accepted by the City on a map filed January 17, 1964 in Book B, at Page 43, of Santa Barbara City Lot Splits, in the Office of the County Recorder, Santa Barbara County.  
The City’s need for this waterline has been superseded by the City’s construction of other water mains in the area.  Consequently, the existing waterline easement is recommended for summary abandonment by Council.  Upon the abandonment of the easement, the use and maintenance of the waterline will revert to the owner and become an onsite private fire waterline.

The Environmental Analyst has determined that the project is exempt from further environmental review pursuant to the California Environmental Quality Act Guidelines, Section 15305, Minor Alterations in Land Use Limitations.  
The proposed abandonment of the waterline easement does not require any physical changes or any changes to domestic or fire water service.  Additionally, the proposed abandonment will not result in any changes in land use or density.
Water Meter License Agreement
The property owner has executed and delivered the Water Meter License Agreement to allow City workers access to the property to read and maintain onsite meters.  The license will provide for meters placed in and near an existing paved driveway in the vicinity of the superseded easement.  The license also allows for location or relocation and access to any onsite water meters that may be placed in or near onsite future paved areas approved by the City.  
The Water Meter License Agreement is recommended for acceptance and recordation in the Official Records.
Public Walkway Easement Deed

As a condition of approval for the development of Riviera Park, the property owner is also required to construct a new public walkway near the intersection of Alvarado Place and Lasuen Road.  Accordingly, the owner is also required to grant the City an easement on the property for the new public walkway (Attachment 2).  
The owner has executed and delivered the Public Walkway Easement Deed, which is recommended for acceptance, and recordation in the Official Records.
