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RESOLUTION NO. ________


A RESOLUTION OF THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SANTA BARBARA, ADOPTING AN ORDER SUMMARILY VACATING AND ABANDONING A CERTAIN PUBLIC WATERLINE EASEMENT LOCATED AT 2050 ALAMEDA PADRE SERRA, ASSESSOR’S PARCEL NUMBER 019‑163‑004, WITHIN THE LIMITS OF SAID CITY, AND PROVIDING FOR THE RECORDATION OF THIS RESOLUTION


A.
Chapter 4 of Part 3 of Division 9 of the California Streets and Highways Code authorizes and establishes the method for the vacation of all or a part of any city street or public service easement.


B.
There is a certain public waterline easement, hereinafter "Easement", offered and accepted per map filed January 17, 1964 in Book B, at Page 43 of Santa Barbara City Lot Splits, in the office of the County Recorder, Santa Barbara County.


C.
Pursuant to Section 8333, subsections a and c of the California Streets and Highways Code, the City Council finds and declares that the Easement proposed for summary vacation has not been used for the public purpose for which it was dedicated or acquired for five consecutive years, and that the public need for the Easement has been superseded by relocation, and that there are no other public service facilities presently located within the Easement. 

D.
The City Council finds that the Easement should therefore be summarily vacated.

E.
Pursuant to Section 8335 of the California Streets and Highways Code, the City Council finds and declares:



(1)
That the vacation of the Easement is made under Chapter 4, Part 3, Division 9 of the Streets and Highways Code;



(2)
That the waterline easement summarily to be vacated is the Easement;



(3)
That summary vacation of the Easement is made and is necessary for the reasons set forth above; and

(4) That after the date of recordation of this resolution, the Easement
 shall no longer constitute a waterline easement.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SANTA BARBARA AS FOLLOWS:
SECTION 1.
That the Easement is hereby ordered summarily vacated and abandoned and all lands covered by any of the Easement shall no longer be subject to public waterline easement purposes.

SECTION 2.
That the Easement hereby ordered summarily to be vacated and abandoned is more particularly described as follows:

Those certain public easement portions of Parcel B in the City of Santa Barbara, County of Santa Barbara, State of California, as shown on the map filed in Book B, Page 43 of Santa Barbara City Lot Splits, in the Office of the County Recorder of said County, more particularly described as follows:
Parcel One
A 15.00 foot wide waterline easement shown on said map as:  “Center line of 15-foot water line easement to City of Santa Barbara” located westerly of the westerly line of Alvarado Place. 
Parcel Two

A 15.00 foot wide water line easement shown on said map as: “Fifteen-foot water pipe-line easement to City of Santa Barbara” located northerly of the northerly line of Alameda Padre Serra.
EXCEPTING THEREFROM that portion lying southerly of the northeasterly line of the easement described in the deed to Riviera Development Company recorded in the office of said County Recorder December 20, 1971 as Instrument No. 41279 in Book 2377, Page 152 of Official Records, and northerly of a line parallel with and distant northerly 105.00 feet, measured at right angles, from the southerly line of said Parcel B.
SECTION 3.
That the City Clerk shall cause a certified copy of this resolution of summary vacation, attested by the Clerk under the seal of the City of Santa Barbara, to be recorded in the Official Records, in the office of the County Recorder of the County of Santa Barbara.
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
