Expansion Of Permit Parking Area L To Include Greenwell Lane
RECOMMENDATION:
 

That Council direct the Transportation Engineer to undertake a study and prepare a recommendation regarding the expansion of Permit Parking Area L to include Greenwell Lane.
DISCUSSION:

City Council has established a Resident Parking Permit Program as a parking management tool to recognize the parking needs of residents living in areas where different groups of parkers compete for the same parking.  This process is authorized by the California Vehicle Code and was adopted by Council in 1985 as Section 10.46 of the Santa Barbara Municipal Code (SBMC).  The Resident Parking Permit Program establishes a parking restriction on certain blockfaces and provides an exemption for residents of eligible addresses.  The residents may apply for a resident permit or visitor permit to display on a vehicle, allowing on-street parking near their residences.

Program Implementation

As instructed in the Municipal Code, residents of the neighborhood must demonstrate their desire for the City to regulate parking on their street.  Once their request is confirmed, Council may direct the Transportation Engineer to complete parking studies and conduct a public hearing to understand the issues and determine whether a need exists, as well as whether there is sufficient neighborhood support to establish a Permit Parking Area (PPA).

The Transportation Engineer will report back to Council to recommend whether Council should establish a PPA or extend current PPA boundaries by Resolution.  Once the PPA is established, the Transportation Engineer is then authorized to post parking restrictions and offer permits to eligible residents in accordance with the procedures described in Resolution No. 84-171.

Background 

On April 9, 1996, Council adopted Resolution No. 96-042 according to the process described above, establishing Permit Parking Area L within the boundaries of Hacienda Drive, Hacienda Way, Portola Lane, and Parks Road (see Attachment).
Parking restriction signs have been posted on only those blockfaces associated with the eligible addresses included in Area L, where eligible residents have purchased parking permits.  This PPA was established to control the parking impact on single family homes in the neighborhood created by two neighboring apartment complexes on Modoc Road.  Based on feedback from the residents and the Police Department, this parking management tool has been effective at controlling negative parking impacts and other adverse activities caused by apartment residents.
Residents of Greenwell Lane, a new development of single family dwellings, have submitted a petition in accordance with SBMC 10.46.030.1, requesting the expansion of Permit Parking Area L to include Greenwell Lane.  

The parking on Greenwell Lane is currently unrestricted, but is adjacent to a restricted parking area, east of Area L.  The residents of Greenwell Lane are experiencing parking impacts from the Modoc apartment complexes similar to what residents of Hacienda and Portola experienced prior to the establishment of Permit Parking Area L.  The residents and guests of the apartment complexes are encroaching into the on-street parking supply of the newly created development on Greenwell Lane, depriving the residents of the opportunity to park conveniently near their homes.

Recommendation
City staff has validated the petition from the residents of Greenwell Lane and, in accordance with SBMC 10.46.040, hereby requests that Council direct the Transportation Engineer to undertake studies to determine whether Permit Parking Area L should be expanded to include Greenwell Lane.  Upon completion of these studies, the Transportation Engineer will report to Council and prepare a recommendation that Council hear any public comment and subsequently adopt a Resolution resetting the boundaries of Area L.  Because the neighborhood has submitted a petition signed by more than 70% of the residents, Staff does not foresee opposition from the residents of Area L or Greenwell Lane.
