RESOLUTION NO. 06 - ___
A RESOLUTION OF THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SANTA BARBARA AMENDING CERTAIN PROVISIONS REGARDING SIGN COMMITTEE MEMBERSHIP AND REPEALING RESOLUTION NOS. 81-053, 90-028 AND 95-083 

WHEREAS, on May 12, 1981 the City Council adopted Resolution No. 81-053 which established the powers, duties, membership and terms of office of the Sign Committee; and 
WHEREAS, on March 6, 1990 the City Council amended Resolution No. 81-053 by adopting Resolution 90-028 to revise the membership of the Sign Committee to consist of: one (1) member and one (1) alternate member of the Architectural Board of Review and increase the at large members from two (2) to three (3) members; 
WHEREAS, on June 20, 1995, the City Council amended Resolution No. 90-028 by adopting Resolution No. 95-083 to revise the membership of the Sign Committee to consist of (1) member and one (1) alternate member from the Architectural Board of Review,  (1) member and one (1) alternate member from the Historic Landmarks Commission and three (3) at large members.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SANTA BARBARA, THAT:

SECTION 1.  The Sign Committee is organized as follows:

A. 
Powers and duties.

1.
As provided in the Sign Ordinance, to review, approve, conditionally approve or deny sign permit applications.

2.
To advise and confer with the Architectural Board of Review and the Historic Landmarks Commission concerning sign design considerations.

3.
To keep a public record of all minutes, resolutions, motions and actions.

4.
To conduct periodic surveys of the City to assure compliance with this ordinance and the following:


a.
Assure sign compatibility with Historic Landmarks Commission determinations for historic buildings, structures, sites, and environments in El Pueblo Viejo Landmark District.


b.
Assure sign compatibility with Architectural Board of Review, policies and guidelines for design of signs as part of new or remodeled structures.

5.  
To conduct surveys to determine signs of unique character.

6.  
To carry out such other responsibilities as may be delegated by the City Council.

B.
Membership.

The Sign committee shall consist of five (5) regular members and two alternates to be appointed as follows:
1.
One (1) member and one (1) alternate member, appointed by the Architectural Board of Review and one (1) member and one (1) alternate member appointed by the Historic Landmarks Commission from their respective membership. It is preferred, but not required, that at least two (2) of the persons appointed under this provision shall be trained in graphics or industrial design.
2.
Three at large (3) members appointed by the City Council, who shall not be members of either the Architectural Board of Review or the Historic Landmarks Commission.
3.
Members of the Committee holding office when this resolution takes effect shall continue to hold office thereafter until their respective terms of office shall expire and their successors are appointed and qualified.

4.
Upon the expiration of the terms of office in effect when this resolution takes effect, members appointed to the Sign Committee shall serve for terms of four (4) years and until their respective successors are appointed and qualified.  Terms of office shall expire on December 31 of the appropriate year.  A vacancy occurring before the expiration of a term shall be filled by appointment, in the manner appropriate for the position vacated, for the remainder of the unexpired term.
5.
No Committee Member shall serve for more than two consecutive four-year terms or an uninterrupted period of more than eight (8) years.  Notwithstanding the preceding limitation, the City Council may reappoint a member who as served two consecutive four-year terms or an uninterrupted period of more than eight (8) years, if the City Council finds that the particular member has unique qualifications that are of special benefit to the City.
C.
Participation.
1.
Alternate members shall serve on the Sign Committee as replacements for the regular members appointed by the Architectural Board of Review or the Historic Landmarks Commission.  If one regular member appointed by the Architectural Board of Review or the Historic Landmarks Commission is absent, either of the alternate members may serve in the regular member’s place.  If both regular members appointed by the Architectural Board of Review and the Historic Landmarks Commission are absent, both alternate members may participate.  Alternate members shall not serve as replacements for at large members appointed by the City Council.
2.
Unless otherwise specified in this resolution, the Sign Committee shall conduct itself in accordance with the Guidelines for the City of Santa Barbara Advisory Groups.
SECTION 2.  Resolution Nos. 81-053, 90-028 and 95-083 are hereby repealed in their entirety.
