SUBJECT:

Housing Authority Representative Category Change For Community Development And Human Services Committee
RECOMMENDATION:

That Council adopt, by reading of title only, a resolution of the Council of the City of Santa Barbara affirming establishment of the Community Development and Human Services Committee (CDHSC), changing the membership requirements for the category of the Commission Member of the Housing Authority of the City of Santa Barbara, and rescinding resolution number  05‑031.

DISCUSSION:

At the September 12, 2006 City Council Meeting, the City Council directed staff to change the membership requirements for the Community Development and Human Services Committee (CDHSC) - Housing Authority Commission Member position.

There is currently a vacancy on the Community Development and Human Services Committee (CDHSC) in the category of Commission Member from the Housing Authority of the City of Santa Barbara.  The last committee member in this category was forced to resign from the CDHSC, prior to her term ending date, due to a term limit on the Housing Authority Commission.  
According to Resolution No. 05-031, this position is to be filled by an active commission member of the Housing Authority.  The Housing Authority has seven total representatives on their commission.  Limiting the selection of the Housing Authority Representative on the CDHSC to a commission member has proven to be difficult because of the very small pool of people to choose from and because of conflicting term limits.  It takes one to two years to become an effective member of the CDHSC and representatives must leave after their four year term on the Housing Authority Commission concludes. 
Staff and the Housing Authority concur that the category currently limited to Commission Member of the Housing Authority of the City of Santa Barbara be changed to include a representative of the Housing Authority appointed by the Housing Authority Commission and ratified by the City Council. The Department of Housing and Urban Development guidelines require consultation with the Housing Authority of the City of Santa Barbara.  Appointing a Housing Authority Representative member on the CDHSC meets this requirement.
