SUBJECT:
Increase The Appropriations And Estimated Revenues For The Miscellaneous Grant Fund
RECOMMENDATION:
That Council increase the appropriations and estimated revenues for the miscellaneous grant fund in the amount of $3,000 from the City of Goleta for the Rental Housing Mediation Task Force for services provided to residents in the City of Goleta for the period of July 1, 2006 through June 30, 2007.
DISCUSSION:
Since July 2002, the City of Santa Barbara Rental Housing Mediation Task Force (RHMTF) has been providing service to City of Goleta residents. The City of Goleta has approved an increase in its contract from $17,000 to $20,000 annually to be used to pay a portion of salaries and operating costs.  An appropriation of $17,000 was included in the City’s approved Fiscal Year 2007 budget.  This request is for the appropriation of the additional $3,000.
The City of Santa Barbara has been operating the RHMTF since 1976. It is a program that provides information on landlord and tenants rights and responsibilities.  It also conducts mediations as necessary.  Because the service has been provided for all persons on the South Coast, the City met with the City of Goleta to discuss having them pay for services for their residents.  The City of Goleta was agreeable and they stated that this is an important service and of critical need to their residents. The City of Goleta has allocated funds from their general fund to support the RHMTF services.
BUDGET/FINANCIAL INFORMATION:
Approximately ten percent of RHMTF service requests are from residents from the City of Goleta. The funding from the City of Goleta comprises approximately ten percent of the total Rental Housing Mediation budget and is adequate to cover the service demands from City of Goleta residents.
