Acceptance Of Grant From The United States Department Of Homeland Security Assistance To Firefighters Grant Program 
RECOMMENDATION:  That Council:
 

A. Accept a grant for $140,328 from the United States Department of Homeland Security Fiscal Year 2006 Assistance to Firefighters Grant Program; and 


B. Increase appropriations and estimated revenue in the Fiscal Year 2007 Fire Department Operating Budget in the amount of $140,328.

DISCUSSION:
 

The proceeds from this grant will be used to purchase:
· 46 new portable radios with accessories including vehicle mount chargers and spare batteries.

· Upgrades to 45 Self Contained Breathing Apparatus (SCBA) to enable hands free air supply status monitoring and a quick connect rescue breathing attachment.

· 3 industrial size washer-extractors for cleaning turnout coats and pants.

· 6 diesel exhaust filters to reduce emissions in close proximity to working and living areas at Station 1.

This is an 80/20 matching grant with the Fire Department’s share set at $35,082.  Fire Department operating funds will be used to satisfy the 20% match.

The Assistance to Firefighters Grant Program provides funding on a competitive basis in the following categories:  Apparatus, Facilities, Personal Protective Equipment, Training, and Wellness and Fitness Programs.  This grant includes funding in the Personal Protective Equipment and Facilities categories.
