Grant Appropriation For The Parma Park Trust
RECOMMENDATION:  That Council increase estimated expenditures and revenues by $68,618 in the Fiscal Year 2007 Parks and Recreation Department Miscellaneous Grants Fund for work at Parma Park.  
DISCUSSION:  
In April 2000, the Parks and Recreation Department received notice that the City of Santa Barbara was the recipient of funds from the Parma Park Trust established by the late Harold Parma, for use at Parma Park.  Harold Parma, along with his family, deeded Parma Park to the City on November 30, 1973.  The Department is the recipient of the interest from a private trust established for the preservation and maintenance of this 200-acre open space park.  
The Department has received the annual distribution of funds for 2006 from the trust in the amount of $68,618.  Funds will be used for maintenance and park improvements, as designated by the Trust.

The disbursement amount for the current year from the Parma Park Trust is $68,618.
