SUBJECT:

Six-Year Capital Improvement Plan (CIP) - Fiscal Year 2008 Through Fiscal Year 2013

RECOMMENDATION:

That the Finance Committee receive a report on the Six-Year Capital Improvement Plan for Fiscal Year 2008 through Fiscal Year 2013.
DISCUSSION:
Section 604(d) of the City Charter requires that a five-year Capital Improvement Plan (CIP) be prepared annually and filed at least three months before the City’s annual budget is submitted to the City Council for consideration.  This Charter requirement is a clear policy statement from the citizens of our community that long-range capital planning is an important function of City government, and critical to the overall quality of life in the community.

It is important to note that the CIP is not a budget document itself, and acceptance of the CIP does not result in the appropriation of funds for any specific project.  Instead, it is a long-term planning document, which lists capital needs that the community and staff have identified. 

Although the Charter requires a five-year CIP, for many years, we have prepared a six-year plan.  The first two years of the plan are the basis for the next two-year budget, and the remaining four years are for planning purposes.  The long-range nature of the CIP has become even more important over the last few years, as the lead time for major capital projects continues to get longer due to increasing complex environmental and planning requirements.  

The total Six-Year Capital Improvement Program, including the unfunded projects, totals over $442 million in 2007 dollars.  Approximately $132 million of this total is expected to be funded from non-City sources such as Federal and State grants.

A City Council workshop will be held on February 15, 2007 to review this document in detail, including the RDA capital projects.
