A RESOLUTION OF THE REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY OF THE CITY OF SANTA BARBARA ADOPTING THREE AMENDED REPLACEMENT HOUSING PLANS DATED DECEMBER 4, 2006, FOR 1116 DE LA VINA STREET, 518 E. CANON PERDIDO STREET AND 617 GARDEN STREET

WHEREAS, California Health and Safety Code Section 33413.5 requires redevelopment agencies to adopt a replacement housing plan for the replacement of affordable housing whenever redevelopment agency-funded projects involve the destruction or removal of affordable housing units occupied by very low-, low-, and moderate-income households;

WHEREAS, the replacement housing plans must conform to requirements established under Subsection (a) of California Health and Safety Code Section 33413.5;

WHEREAS, the Agency Board has adopted three Replacement Housing Plans that now must be amended in order to correctly state the income categories of the households in the demolished dwelling units and the income categories for which the replacement units will be affordable;

WHEREAS, the first two of these Replacement Housing Plans were adopted by the Agency Board on June 12, 2001 through Resolution No. 952 and were for two Agency-funded affordable housing projects at 1116 De la Vina Street (“Garden Court”) and 518 E. Canon Perdido Street;

WHEREAS, the third Replacement Housing Plan concerned the Agency-funded Mental Health Association project at 617 Garden Street, and was adopted on October 18, 2005 through Resolution No. 997;

WHEREAS, since the adoption of those Plans, Agency staff has learned that the Replacement Housing Plans for the first two projects were deficient because such Plans incorrectly identified replacement units that were affordable to very-low income households rather than to low income households as required for these plans; and

WHEREAS, Agency staff has determined that the Plan for 617 Garden Street also requires amendment in order to correct the stated income ranges for the displaced tenants as well as the replacement housing units;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Redevelopment Agency of the City of Santa Barbara THAT the Amended Replacement Housing Plans for the projects at 1116 De la Vina Street (“Garden Court”), 518 E. Canon Perdido Street and 617 Garden Street, attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference, are hereby adopted.

Carrillo St. in a low income rental project named “Casa de las Fuentes.” Only 24 of the 42 new units are counted here, as the remaining 18 new units may be counted as replacement housing for other projects. No units were demolished to build Casa de las Fuentes as it was built on land that was vacant for many years.

This project on San Pascual Street created twelve new affordable housing units. Six are new one-bedroom units, three of which are affordable to very low-income tenants and three of which are affordable to low-income tenants. Four of these one-bedroom units have previously been counted as replacement housing for another project. The remaining six new units are two-bedroom units, which are all affordable to low-income tenants. None of these two-bedroom units has been counted as replacement housing units. Only one of the new two-bedroom units are counted here, as the remaining five new two-bedroom units may be counted as replacement housing for other projects.
