Contract For Construction Of The Sidewalk Infill Project
RECOMMENDATION:
 That Council:
A. Authorize the Public Works Director to execute a contract with Cinary Construction Co., Inc. (Cinary), in their low bid amount of $359,098 for construction of the Sidewalk Infill Project, Bid No. 3413; and
B. Authorize the Public Works Director to approve expenditures up to $50,000 to cover any cost increases that may result from contract change orders for extra work, and differences between estimated bid quantities and actual quantities measured for payment.
DISCUSSION:

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

This Measure D and Grant Funded RSTP project consists of constructing sidewalk, access ramps, curb and gutter, driveway, and landscaping improvements at various locations on the Westside.  The project is part of the City’s Sidewalk Infill Program that evaluates and prioritizes missing sections of sidewalk in order to complete pedestrian routes of travel.

The low bid of $359,098, submitted by Cinary, is an acceptable bid that is responsive to, and meets the requirements of, the bid specifications.  

The average of the bids received was $401,380 which is $1,204, or less than 1% under the Engineer’s estimate of $402,584.  The Change Order funding recommendation of 14%, or $50,000, includes funds for four additional access ramps on Canon Perdido Street.
CONSTRUCTION PHASE CONTRACT SERVICES

Staff recommends that Council authorize the Public Works Director to execute a contract with Cinary in the amount of $359,098 for the construction of the project, as per the plans and specifications for Bid No. 3413.
