RESOLUTION NO.  
A RESOLUTION OF THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SANTA BARBARA APPROVING A GREEN BUILDING POLICY RELATED TO NEW CITY BUILDING CONSTRUCTION, MAJOR RENOVATIONS, RETROFITS, AND UPGRADES TO EXISTING CITY-OWNED AND -OPERATED BUILDINGS 

WHEREAS, the City is a leader in sustainable policies and programs that protect and enhance the environment; 
WHEREAS, climate protection and curbing global warming emissions from City-owned buildings is a top priority for the City; 
WHEREAS, buildings account for approximately half of the energy consumption and greenhouse gas emissions in the United States and encouraging green building techniques can reduce the City’s impact on climate; 
WHEREAS, green building practices increase building efficiency and reduce the consumption of energy, water, and materials, reducing impacts on the environment and human health; 
WHEREAS, the City is using energy technologies in City-owned buildings that conserve energy and promote the use of clean, renewable energy sources; 
WHEREAS, the City provides an expedited plan check process for private development projects to meet the criteria of the U.S. Green Building Council Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design (LEED) Program or the Santa Barbara Contractors Association Built Green Santa Barbara Program; and
WHEREAS, the Sustainable Council Committee has considered and recommended the use of the LEED Program as an appropriate green building standard for City-owned buildings contingent on the building type.  
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SANTA BARBARA AS FOLLOWS:
Section 1. New building construction and major renovations for City-owned buildings will be designed to exceed State Title 24 Energy Requirements by 20%.  
Section 2.  New building construction and major renovation projects for City-owned buildings will achieve a Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design (LEED) Silver certification or, where LEED is not applicable for the project, another green building program certification level contingent on the building type.

Section 3.  Modifications, improvements and upgrades related to energy systems in existing City-owned buildings will be designed to exceed State Title 24 Energy Requirements by 20%.  
Section 4.  Sustainable building materials and processes will be used for modifications, improvements, and upgrades to existing City-owned buildings.  

Section 5.  Architects and engineers hired by the City to design improvements and upgrade existing City-owned buildings will:

· Receive an LEED Existing Building (EB) project checklist;

· Will be required to identify each item on the check list that will be included in their designs and any additional costs associated with sustainable items; and 
· Will use the LEED EB criteria as a standard for improvements to existing City-owned buildings.
Section 6.  City employees will receive training on green building practices and LEED certification programs to assist them in project planning, design, and construction involving new construction, major renovations and upgrades to existing buildings.
