A RESOLUTION OF THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SANTA BARBARA REAFFIRMING SUPPORT OF THE PARK AND RECREATION COMMUNITY FOUNDATION’S EFFORTS TO ACQUIRE THE NATIONAL GUARD ARMORY FOR CONVERSION TO COMMUNITY USES

THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SANTA BARBARA HEREBY DETERMINES AND RESOLVES AS FOLLOWS:

WHEREAS, the City of Santa Barbara (hereinafter “CITY”) and the Santa Barbara School Districts (hereinafter “SCHOOL DISTRICTS”) in February 2002 adopted a joint resolution agreeing to work together to support the acquisition and conversion of the National Guard Armory for educational, recreation or other community-serving uses; 

WHEREAS, the CITY has provided funding to the Park and Recreation Community Foundation (hereinafter “PARC Foundation”) to take a leadership role in building community support for the project and to develop a working relationship with California National Guard officials in Sacramento to pursue relocation of the National Guard Unit currently stationed in Santa Barbara; 

WHEREAS, the PARC Foundation, conducted, and recently completed, an extensive search for an acceptable and feasible relocation site for the National Guard on the South Coast with the results of that search generating only very limited opportunities; and
WHEREAS, California National Guard officials have since encouraged the PARC Foundation to work with them to develop a Memorandum of Understanding (hereinafter “MOU”) whereby the PARC Foundation will provide financial support to the California National Guard for the relocation of the National Guard unit currently based in the Santa Barbara Armory to a federal military facility, as selected by the California National Guard, in exchange for the subsequent acquisition of the Armory property located in the 700 block of East Canon Perdido Street in the City of Santa Barbara.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SANTA BARBARA AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1.  Continue to support the acquisition and conversion of the National Guard Armory for conversion to education, recreation or other community-serving uses; and
SECTION 2. Recognize the PARC Foundation as the authorized entity representing the community of Santa Barbara to work with the California National Guard to assist with the relocation of the National Guard unit, and, in exchange, be given the option to purchase the Armory property on behalf of the community of Santa Barbara. 
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
