
RESOLUTION NO. ____
a Resolution of the Council of the City of Santa Barbara Authorizing the Public Works Director, Subject to Review and Approval by the City Attorney, to Approve an Agreement of Sale with Ann Ehrenclou, to Initiate the Purchase by the City of Santa Barbara of Certain Real Property at 303 West Ortega Street, as Approved by the State of California, Department of Transportation, and as Approved by the United States Department of Transportation, Federal Highway Administration, as a Hardship Purchase in Advance of THE ORTEGA STREET BRIDGE REPLACEMENT PROJECT AT MISSION CREEK, in the Appraised Fair Market Value Amount of $620,000, Plus Associated Costs, and to Execute Documents as May be Needed to Enable such Purchase, Including but not Limited to Sale Escrow Instructions, and Accepting the Real Property Located at 303 West Ortega Street
WHEREAS, a proposed project is currently undergoing design and environmental review to replace the existing bridge for Ortega Street at Mission Creek, due to its increasingly deteriorated condition and flood control capacity, with anticipated reimbursement of the City’s associated project costs using funds provided by the United States Department of Transportation, Federal Highway Administration (FHWA), as administered by the State of California, Department of Transportation (Caltrans);  

WHEREAS, the real property located at 303 West Ortega Street, Santa Barbara County Assessor’s Parcel APN 037‑113‑008, currently owned by Ann Ehrenclou,  an unmarried woman, is located adjacent to the existing Ortega Street bridge; 
WHEREAS, the foundation of the existing residence on the real property at 303 West Ortega Street has been damaged repeatedly by ongoing storm water flow in Mission Creek, which has required periodic costly rehabilitation by affected owners in the past, including recent repairs by the current owner, Ann Ehrenclou;
WHEREAS, due to the location of substantial portions of the foundation of the residence within Mission Creek, and due to the proximity of the residence to the existing bridge at Ortega Street, it will be necessary for the City to acquire the affected real property, and to demolish the residence, when the project to replace the bridge has been approved for construction;
WHEREAS, the affected property owner, Ann Ehrenclou, has requested the City to purchase the real property in advance of the bridge project in order to minimize ongoing costs periodically to repair the foundation of the residence, which has been necessary in the past to ensure safe habitation of the residence;

WHEREAS, the request by the affected owner to initiate advance purchase by the City of the real property has been approved by FHWA and by Caltrans as a hardship purchase in advance of the future project to replace the existing bridge at Ortega Street;
WHEREAS, as authorized by FHWA and Caltrans, the real property at 303 West Ortega Street has been appraised by an independent fee appraiser in the fair market value amount of $620,000, and in accordance with applicable laws and guidelines, subject to final approval by the Council of the City of Santa Barbara, a written offer, an appraisal summary and a proposed Agreement of Sale have been delivered to the affected owner, Ann Ehrenclou;

WHEREAS, the written purchase offer has been reviewed and accepted by Ann Ehrenclou, and the Agreement of Sale has been signed voluntarily to allow follow up proceedings by the City to purchase the property, subject to final approval by Council;

WHEREAS, this Resolution will provide authorization by the Council of the City of Santa Barbara for the Public Works Director to execute the Agreement of Sale with the affected owner, Ann Ehrenclou;
WHEREAS, this Resolution will also provide authorization by the Council of the City of Santa Barbara for the Public Works Director to subsequently execute any other documents that may become necessary to accomplish such purchase by the City, subject to approval as to form of such documents by the City Attorney, which may include but not be limited to sale escrow instructions; and

WHEREAS, this Resolution will demonstrate intent by the Council of the City of Santa Barbara to accept the real property located at 303 West Ortega Street, as more particularly described in a proposed Grant Deed to be executed and delivered for such purpose at the appropriate time by Ann Ehrenclou, without further action or subsequent resolution to accept the affected real property.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SANTA BARBARA AS FOLLOWS:
SECTION 1.
The Public Works Director is hereby authorized by the Council of the City of Santa Barbara to execute the Agreement of Sale with Ann Ehrenclou, an unmarried woman, as necessary to initiate proceedings to purchase the real property at 303 West Ortega Street, Santa Barbara County Assessor’s Parcel APN 037‑113‑008, appraised by an independent fee appraiser in the fair market value amount of $620,000.

SECTION 2.
The Public Works Director is hereby authorized by the Council of the City of Santa Barbara to subsequently execute any other documents that may become necessary to accomplish such purchase by the City, subject to approval as to form of such documents by the City Attorney, which may include but not be limited to sale escrow instructions.
SECTION 3.
The City of Santa Barbara hereby accepts the real property located at 303 West Ortega Street, as more particularly described in a Grant Deed to the City of Santa Barbara, which will be executed and delivered into an escrow designated for such purposes at the appropriate time by Ann Ehrenclou, an unmarried woman.

SECTION 4.
The City of Santa Barbara hereby consents to the recordation of said Grant Deed in the Official Records, County of Santa Barbara, by the escrow holder designated for such purpose at the close of said escrow.

SECTION 5.  This Resolution shall become effective immediately upon its adoption.
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
