
RESOLUTION NO. 


A Resolution of the Council of the City of Santa Barbara Authorizing the Submission of an Application for Grant Funds to the California Department of Housing and Community Development’s Workforce Housing REWARD Program
WHEREAS, the State of California Housing and Community Development Department (“HCD”) issued a Notice of Funding Availability an Application Package for its Workforce Housing Reward Program (“Program”), funding for which was made available pursuant to the Housing and Emergency Shelter Trust Fund of 2002 (“Proposition 46 Statute”); and
WHEREAS, pursuant to the Proposition 46 Statute, HCD is authorized to approve funding allocations for the Program, subject to the terms and conditions of the NOFA and Program Guidelines, Application Package and Standard Agreement; and

WHEREAS, the City seeks Program grant funds to acquire capital assets that will benefit the community and will submit an application in accordance with the guidelines set forth by HCD.
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY OF SANTA BARBARA AS FOLLOWS:
SECTION 1.
If Program funds are approved by HCD, the City shall agree to the terms and conditions as specified in the standard agreement (Contract). Funds are to be used for allowable capital asset project expenditures to be identified in Attachment A of the Contract. The application in full is incorporated as part of the Contract and any and all activities funded, information provided, and timelines represented in the application are enforceable through the Contract. The City hereby agree to use the funds for eligible capital assets in the manner presented in the application as approved by HCD and in accordance with the NOFA and Program Guidelines and Application Package. The City also may execute any and all instruments required by HCD for participation in the Program.

SECTION 2.
That the City authorizes the Community Development Director to execute in the name of the City the Application Package, the Standard Agreement and related documents in a form acceptable to the City Attorney.
