SUBJECT:

Federal Aviation Administration Grant 
RECOMMENDATION:
That Council:

A. Accept the FAA Grant offer of up to $14,000,000 in Airport Improvement Program (AIP) grant funds for Project No. AIP-3-06-0235-35, for improvement of Runway 7/25 Safety Area, Phase VI; and
B. Authorize the Airport Director to execute upon receipt, on behalf of the City, subject to approval by the City Attorney, the subject grant agreement of the United States of America through the Federal Aviation Administration, Department of Transportation, to be used in the development of the Santa Barbara Airport.
DISCUSSION:
 

Background
On an annual basis the Airport prepares an Airport Capital Improvement Plan (ACIP) and submits this five-year plan to the Federal Aviation Administration.  The ACIP is a continual systematic approach to planning, scheduling and distributing the Airport Improvement Program (AIP) grant funds for airport improvements based upon priority and need.

The FAA under authorization from the United States Congress distributes AIP funds each year.  Half of each year's authorized level of AIP funding is distributed to all eligible commercial service airports through an entitlement program that guarantees a minimum level of federal assistance each year based on prior year passenger enplanement levels.  The remaining AIP funds are distributed on a discretionary basis.

On February 14, 2007 Congress approved the 2007 Appropriations Bill which includes Department of Transportation, Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) grant funding.  The FAA has notified Airport staff that the Western Pacific Regional Office has requested up to $14,000,000 in Airport Improvement Grant funds for Santa Barbara Airport. Of this amount, $3,020,113 is the Airport’s entitlement grant, and the balance is discretionary funds.
Grant Projects

The Aviation Facilities Plan airfield safety projects meet FAA’s national safety priorities and with prior FAA grants, the Airport has completed the construction of a new Taxiway M, to alleviate runway incursions; relocation of Tecolotito and Carneros Creeks, to allow for the shift of Runway 7-25 to permit FAA Standard runway safety areas on both ends of the runway; construction of 43.5 acres of wetland mitigation; and completed final design on the remaining Runway Safety Area project elements.  

AIP-35 includes Phase IV funding for construction of the Runway 7/25 Safety Area improvements which include relocation of Runway 7 and parallel Taxiway A, lighting, markings and relocation of navigational equipment.
SUSTAINABILITY IMPACT:

Under the City's Sustainable Santa Barbara Program, one of the City's goals is to increase recycling efforts and divert waste from landfills. This project requires the removal of existing asphalt concrete paving in different areas of the Airport.  All of the paving to be removed will be ground up and used under new paving as recycled base material. This amounts to about 6,000 cubic yards of grindings or 10,500 tons.
