SUBJECT:

Amendment To Agreement With The County Of Santa Barbara For Cost Sharing Westside Storm Water Control Project
RECOMMENDATION:


That Council authorize the City Administrator to execute Amendment No. 2 to Agreement No. 17,697 for the Cost Sharing Westside Storm Water Control Project.

DISCUSSION:

BACKGROUND
The Westside Storm Water Control Project (Westside Project) is a joint project between the City and the Santa Barbara County Flood Control and Water Conservation District (County).  The Westside Project helps mitigate flooding in the upper Westside area of the City (Attachment 1), providing a level of flood protection to withstand a ten-year event.  On January 13, 1995, Council approved an agreement for sharing the cost for the first phase of the Westside Project construction, with the County providing 75% of cost and the City providing the remaining 25%.  Subsequently, on May 17, 2005, Council approved an amendment to share the cost of the second phase of work (Attachment 2).  

The Westside Project, also commonly referred to as the Westside Storm Drain, discharges into Old Mission Creek at Bohnett Park.  A citywide Bacterial Reduction Study, sponsored by the Creeks Division, identified the Westside Storm Drain as an opportunity to address a known “hotspot” prior to discharge into Old Mission Creek, and demonstrate the effectiveness of ultraviolet (UV) treatment for reducing pathogens in summer urban runoff.  The project included a diversion and oil/water separation structure, a pump station, and a vault that houses a filtration unit and UV treatment facility.
SECOND AMENDMENT TO THE COST SHARING AGREEMENT 
With funding from the State Water Resources Control Board, the Westside Summer Urban Runoff Facility (SURF) was constructed in fall 2006.  Prior to and during construction, the County reviewed and approved the project design.  As part of the County’s review and approval, it was determined that the agreement for the Westside Project would need to be amended to include the ownership and maintenance of the Westside SURF.

The purpose of the second amendment is to acknowledge that the City owns and maintains the Westside SURF, including a low flow diversion channel and trash grate constructed to now be part of the Westside Project.  The amendment stipulates that, “The City shall be responsible for the cost of constructing and maintaining the low flow diversion channel and trash grate within the Westside Project.  The City shall be responsible for any impact related to the maintenance of the low flow diversion channel and trash grate on the hydraulic capacity of the Westside Project.  The City shall also own and maintain the UV equipment and connector pipes associated with the Westside SURF.”  
The County’s approval of this amendment is being scheduled to follow the City’s approval.  

FUNDING

There is no cost sharing associated with this amendment; however, it does acknowledge the City’s commitment to maintain the Westside SURF.  There are sufficient funds in the Creeks Division annual operating budget for the maintenance of the project.

SUSTAINABILITY IMPACT

This agreement supports the City's efforts for sustainability by allowing for the Westside Summer Urban Runoff Facility (SURF) to operate.  The SURF project removes harmful bacteria pollutants from the Westside Storm Drain, which drains 632 City acres before entering Old Mission Creek.  The facility will decrease the chances of water borne illness in Bohnett Park and along Old Mission Creek.  This project is a prime example of the commitment to the restoration of nature and pollution prevention.
