A RESOLUTION OF THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SANTA BARBARA ESTABLISHING THE “MEASURE P” (SANTA BARBARA MUNICIPAL CODE CHAPTER 9.145) OVERSIGHT COMMITTEE PURSUANT TO THE REQUIREMENTS OF MUNICIPAL CODE SECTION 9.145.060
WHEREAS, on November 7, 2006, the voters of the City of Santa Barbara approved an initiative measure known as Measure P which approval enacted a City ordinance mandating that criminal marijuana offenses which occur within the city of Santa Barbara be given the lowest law enforcement priority possible; and
WHEREAS, with the enactment of Measure P as Chapter 9.145 of the Santa Barbara Municipal Code, Santa Barbara Municipal Code 9.145.060 provides for the creation of a committee composed of seven (7) members appointed by the Mayor of the City along with three (3) non-voting ex-officio members – one member each from the City Police, Santa Barbara County District Attorney’s office, and the Santa Barbara County Public Health Department. 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SANTA BARBARA AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1.
The establishment of the City’s Measure P Committee is hereby affirmed and it shall be so designated as the “Measure P Committee” and hereinafter referred to as the “Measure P Committee” or the “Committee.”
Section 2.
The powers and duties, membership, and responsibilities of the Measure P Committee shall be as follows:

A. Powers and Duties:

1.
To act as an advisory committee to the Santa Barbara City Chief of Police with respect to the City’s implementation of the City’s Measure P, Santa Barbara Municipal Code Chapter 9.145. 

2. 
Those duties and responsibilities described in Santa Barbara Municipal Code Section 9.145.060. 
B. Committee Membership:

1. 
The Measure P Committee shall have seven (7) voting members as provided for in Santa Barbara Municipal Code Section 9.145.060(1).

2. 
Appointments to the Measure P Committee will be made by the Mayor, upon the advice of the City Council (as is generally provided for in connection with other City advisory board and committee membership appointments made by the Council.)  All appointments by the Mayor shall be in accordance with the background and qualification requirements established for Committee members in Santa Barbara Municipal Code Section 9.145.060.
3. 
Three consecutive unexcused absences of members from meetings of this Committee shall be cause for termination of membership and removal from the Committee at the discretion of the Mayor.

C. Organization:

1. 
The Measure P Committee shall hold regular meetings, at least on a quarterly basis, and establish, subject to the approval of the Mayor and City Council, such procedural rules as may be appropriate and necessary for the orderly conduct of its business.

2. 
The Chair and Vice-Chair shall rotate on an annual basis and shall be selected by the majority of the Committee.

3.  
Measure P Committee meetings shall be conducted in accordance with Robert’s Rules of Order whenever possible unless the City Council approves different or supplemental rules and regulations for the conduct of meetings for that Committee.

4. 
A quorum shall consist of no less than four (4) members. 
5. 
All Measure P Committee meetings will comply with the open-meeting and public agenda requirements of the state Ralph M. Brown Act.
6. 
City Police Department staff shall provide support to the Measure P Committee, including the preparation of necessary agendas and minutes.

D.
Terms of Office.

1. 
The terms of office for each member of the Measure P Committee shall be four years, or until a member’s Committee successor is appointed by the Mayor. 

2. 
The terms of office for the persons appointed as the original Committee members shall be staggered and shall consist of the following:

a. 
Two terms of four years for two of the original Committee members;

b. 
Two terms of three years for two of the original Committee members;

c. 
Two terms of two years for two of the original Committee members; and 
d. 
One term of one year for one of the original Committee members. 

e. 
The Initial terms of office shall be allocated to the original members of the Measure P Committee at random by lot conducted by the City Clerk’s office.  Upon the completion of an initial term, all Committee terms thereafter shall be for the four year period in accordance with subsection one above. 
3.
Notwithstanding the establishment of terms of office, all members 
of the Measure P Committee shall serve at the discretion of the 
Mayor.
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
