SUBJECT:

Capital Projects Work Session For Fiscal Year 2008-2009 Financial Plan
RECOMMENDATION:

That Council hold a Work Session to review current and future City Public Works Department and Enterprise Fund capital project needs.

DISCUSSION:
In accordance with City Charter Section 604(d), the City’s Six-Year Capital Improvement Plan (CIP) was prepared and filed with the City Clerk on January 30, 2007.  The capital projects listed in that document, along with the currently funded Capital Program, form the basis for determining which capital projects should be approved in the Fiscal Year 2008-2009 Financial Plan.  On February 15, 2007, Council conducted a work session to review General Fund capital projects.  This second work session will address the remaining capital projects from the following departments: Public Works, Waterfront, Airport, and Parks and Recreation Creeks and Golf programs.
The CIP for these Enterprise and Special Funds total over $333 million and over $125 million of that total will originate from non-City sources, predominately Federal Aviation Administration and Highway Bridge Replacement and Rehabilitation Funds.  Each department is prepared to discuss their Capital Program and identify the candidate projects that will be submitted as part of the 2-Year Financial Plan for Fiscal Year 2008-2009, and to address major capital project needs that are unfunded.
