SUBJECT:

Sole Source Purchase Order For Disposal Fees Associated With The Sanitary Sewer Wet Weather Improvements Project
RECOMMENDATION:
That Council:
A. Find it in the City’s best interest to approve Central Coast Remedial Resources, Inc. (CCRRI) as a vendor to accept the impacted soil from the Sanitary Sewer Wet Weather Capacity Improvements Project, Contract No. 22,207, without bids, as authorized by Municipal Code Section 4.52.080 (k); and


B. Authorize the General Services Manager to award a Purchase Order Contract to CCRRI in the amount of $130,859.35, and authorize the General Services Manager to approve expenditures up to $5,000 to cover any cost increases that may result from extra work.
DISCUSSION:
The Sanitary Sewer Wet Weather Improvements Project recently installed 3,200 feet of sewer main on Montecito and Quarantina Streets.  Some of the soil excavated during this project was found to be contaminated with motor oil.  Testing determined this material would not be suitable for disposal in a standard landfill and would require disposal at a site that accepts Non- Hazardous Impacted Soil (NHIS) material.

On February 27, 2007, Council approved an additional Change Order Allowance of $195,000 for Whitaker Contractors to transport the soil to Santa Maria (Construction Contract No. 22,207).  The contractor’s original estimate did not consider a heavy clay material that significantly increased the weight of the soil.  Since the contractor is paid by the ton, this increased the cost of removal.  The contractor agreed to remove the additional tonnage if the City pays directly for the disposal fees.   
There are only a few NHIS landfill sites located in California.  The Santa Maria landfill is the closest site that would accept the soil taken from this project.  
This purchase order contract is based on a unit price and will compensate CCRRI directly for the tipping fees at the landfill site in Santa Maria.  By paying the disposal site directly, the City will save the 15% markup that is allowed under contract.

SUSTAINABILITY IMPACT:
The Santa Maria Regional Landfill is permitted to accept NHIS to build a foundation layer that will cap the existing portion of the landfill.  Bringing NHIS to the landfill serves to safely reuse the impacted soils that lack suitable characteristics to remain in place to support residential or industrial structures.  The current short term permit allows Santa Maria to accept soils from various sites in Southern California, although primarily Santa Barbara County, to safely close a portion of the landfill and meet a State deadline.
BUDGET/FINANCIAL INFORMATION:
There are sufficient funds in the Wastewater Bond Fund to cover the cost of this project.
