Measure D Three-Year Local Program Of Projects For Fiscal Years 2008 Through 2010  
RECOMMENDATION:


That Council adopt, by reading of title only, A Resolution of the Council of the City of Santa Barbara Adopting the Measure D Three-Year Local Program of Projects for Fiscal Years 2008 through 2010.

DISCUSSION:
BACKGROUND

On November 7, 1989, voters approved Measure D (a one-half percent sales tax) for transportation purposes.  The sales tax was levied effective April 1, 1990, and will remain in effect for 20 years, expiring in 2010.  In November 2006, a replacement Measure D 2006 was defeated by the voters.  The Santa Barbara County Association of Governments (SBCAG) is planning to place an alternate measure on the November 2008 ballot.  A two-thirds majority vote of the entire County is needed to implement a new measure.  Local agencies receive 70% of the funds collected and choose how to spend their share of funds after seeking public input and adopting a Program of Projects each year. Measure D contains funds for operations, transit assistance and capital projects.
Since 1990, the City has adopted an annual Five-year Local Program of Projects.  However, since the current Measure D is set to expire in 2010, SBCAG has requested a Three-year Local Program of Projects to cover Fiscal Years 2008 to 2010.

On September 28, 2006, January 25, 2007, and February 8, 2007, staff held public meetings with the Planning Commission (PC) and the Transportation Circulation Committee (TCC) to review and discuss the proposed Fiscal Year 2008-2009 Streets Capital Improvement Program Budget that includes Measure D funding for Streets Capital projects. On March 27, 2007, staff provided a report to the Finance Committee on the Proposed Measure D Expenditures for Fiscal Years 2008 and 2009.  The Finance Committee recommendations will be discussed during the staff presentation to Council.

LOCAL PROGRAM OF PROJECTS

With the City Council's approval of the recommended Resolution, this report will satisfy the annual Measure D requirement that the local agency to hold an annual public hearing on its Program of Projects prior to submittal and adoption by SBCAG.  

Staff’s proposed Measure D Local Program of Projects for Fiscal Years 2008 – 2010 is consistent with the prior years Programs of Projects and is included as an exhibit to the Resolution.  The Exhibit shows the proposed Measure D Three-Year Local Program of Projects for Fiscal Year 2008 through Fiscal Year 2010 in three categories: Capital Projects, Transit Assistance, and Operations and Maintenance.  A description of these categories is included as Attachment 1.  
Additionally, the details of the proposed Fiscal Year 2008 and 2009 Measure D budget are included as Attachment 2.

SUMMARY

The City must annually adopt a resolution and submit a revised Local Program of Projects to SBCAG in accordance with the Measure D local allocation rules.  The plan is generally consistent with the City of Santa Barbara’s proposed budget for Fiscal Year 2008 and Fiscal Year 2009 currently being prepared.
