Redevelopment Agency of the City of Santa Barbara

Eminent Domain Program

I.
The Redevelopment Agency of the City of Santa Barbara is authorized to use the power of eminent domain to acquire any and all real property within the City of Santa Barbara Central City Redevelopment Project Area (CCRP) and outside the CCRP as allowed by law.

II.
It is in the public interest and necessary, in order to eliminate blight conditions requiring redevelopment and in order to implement the Santa Barbara Central City Redevelopment Plan, that eminent domain to be utilized as necessary by the Redevelopment Agency of the City of Santa Barbara to acquire real property within parts of the Project Area as approved by the City Council and consistent with State of California Community Redevelopment Law and Eminent Domain Law.
III.
The use of eminent domain by the Redevelopment Agency of the City of Santa Barbara is authorized within the CCRP Project Area. The Agency may also acquire real property outside the Project Area as authorized by law.
IV.
The Redevelopment Agency of the City of Santa Barbara is authorized to acquire real property when such acquisition is approved by City Council and consistent with State of California Community Redevelopment Law and Eminent Domain Law.  Once the City Council has approved the execution of an activity, the Agency may acquire, by eminent domain or otherwise, such real property as is necessary for execution of redevelopment projects to carry out the purpose and intent of the Amended Redevelopment Plan for the CCRP within the geographic area so approved. The Project Area remains effective through August 30, 2015, and eminent domain authority may be exercised through August 30, 2007, unless extended as provided by law.

V.
The Redevelopment Agency of the City of Santa Barbara’s eminent domain authority shall be used to achieve the goals of the Amended Redevelopment Plan for the CCRP, including public benefit and eradication of blight, through the acquisition of real property for such purposes as cultural arts development, economic development, public infrastructure improvements (including public restrooms, parking lots/garages,  parks and open spaces, recreational facilities) and the provision of affordable housing.

VI.
The condemnation of real property is necessary to the execution of the Amended Redevelopment Plan for the City of Santa Barbara Central City Redevelopment Project Area and adequate provisions have been made for the payment of just compensation for property to be acquired as required by law.
