SUBJECT:

Federal Aviation Administration Grant 
RECOMMENDATION:
That Council:

A. Accept the FAA Grant offer of $665,000 in Airport Improvement Program (AIP) grant funds for Project No. AIP 03-06-0235-36, for the purchase and installation of noise and flight track monitoring equipment; 
B. Authorize the Airport Director to execute upon receipt, on behalf of the City and subject to approval of the City Attorney, the subject grant agreement of the United States of America through the Federal Aviation Administration, Department of Transportation, to be used in the development of the Santa Barbara Airport; and

C.
Increase appropriations and estimated revenue by $700,000 in the Airport’s Grants Fund for the noise and flight track monitoring equipment, to be funded from the FAA Airport Improvement Program (AIP) Grant No. 03-06-0235-36 ($665,000 Noise funding), and the City’s 5% matching portion of $35,000 to be funded from Airport reserves above policy.
DISCUSSION:
 

Background
On an annual basis the Airport prepares an Airport Capital Improvement Plan (ACIP) and submits this five-year plan to the Federal Aviation Administration.  The ACIP is a continual systematic approach to planning, scheduling and distributing the Airport Improvement Program (AIP) grant funds for airport improvements based upon priority and need.

The FAA under authorization from the United States Congress distributes AIP funds each year.  Half of each year's authorized level of AIP funding is distributed to all eligible commercial service airports through an entitlement program that guarantees a minimum level of federal assistance each year based on prior year passenger enplanement levels.  The remaining AIP funds are distributed on a discretionary basis.  Funding for noise compatibility programs is a special stand alone category under the AIP program.
Grant Projects

On February 21, 2006, the Airport received the Record of Approval from FAA on the Airport’s Part 150 Noise Compatibility Program.  One of the FAA approved implementation measures was:

“Update and Expand Noise and Flight Track Monitoring System


This measure recommends the City of Santa Barbara acquire and install five additional permanent noise and flight track monitoring system components for Santa Barbara Airport.  This system would include two more monitoring units to the west, two to the east and at least one monitor to the north of the Airport.  This will provide additional coverage that will allow Airport staff to better respond to aircraft noise complaints, monitor potential route changes and provide information for requests in outlying areas.  It will not be used to enforce specific flight procedures. “ 
AIP-36 provides funding for this noise and flight track monitoring system.

The City's 5% match of approximately $35,000 will be funded from Airport Fund reserves above policy.
