SUBJECT:
Agreement With The County Of Santa Barbara For Mental Health Assessment Team (MHAT) Services
RECOMMENDATION:  
That Council approve and authorize the City Administrator to execute a multi-year agreement with the County of Santa Barbara for Mental Health Assessment Team (MHAT) services to the City of Santa Barbara for fiscal years 2007 through 2009.

DISCUSSION:
This agreement provides for the continuation of Mental Health Assessment Team services within the City of Santa Barbara on a 24-hour/seven-day-week basis.  If these services were not available through the County, police officers would have to take time to deal with these mental health issues.  The actual services are provided by American Medical Response, Inc. (AMR) under contract to the County.  The County is providing additional funding for Mental Health Assessment services by installing staff in local hospitals:  Santa Barbara Cottage Hospital, Marian Medical Center and Lompoc District Hospital.  This additional service will provide approximately 6.75 full-time equivalent staff at an annual cost to the County of approximately $750,000.  This fiscal year the cost to the City will be $42,914.  There will be an increase of 8% in year two and 5% in year 3.  Funds have been allocated in the Police Department budget.
