Federal Aviation Administration Agreement
RECOMMENDATION:
That Council: 

A.
Approve and authorize the Airport Director, subject to approval by the City Attorney, to execute a 20-year Memorandum of Agreement, dated August 7, 2007, No. DTFAWP-07-L-00075, with the U. S. Department of Transportation, Federal Aviation Administration (FAA), for all navigation equipment at the Santa Barbara Municipal Airport, with no monetary consideration; and

B.
Introduce and subsequently adopt, by reading of title only, An Ordinance of the Council of the City of Santa Barbara Approving a Memorandum of Agreement, dated August 7, 2007, Between the City of Santa Barbara and the U.S. Department of Transportation, Federal Aviation Administration, for all Navigation Equipment at the Santa Barbara Municipal Airport. 
DISCUSSION:
 

The FAA has installed navigation equipment on the Airport to assist aircraft arriving and departing on the active runways at the Airport.  This equipment is owned, installed, and maintained by the FAA and each piece of equipment has a separate ground lease.   
In an effort to streamline the leasing process and to have an accurate inventory of all navigation equipment for each airport, the FAA has consolidated the nine existing ground leases into the Memorandum of Agreement.  The agreements include: 
1. No. 20,780 – Remote Transmitter/Receiver (RTR), dated October 17, 2002;

2. No. 21,491 – Airport Surveillance Radar (ASR), dated September 14, 2004;

3. No. 15,598 – Middle Marker (MM), dated September 12, 1990;

4. No. 15,600 – Glide Slope (GS), dated July, 1, 1988;

5. No. 21,354 – Localizer (LOC), dated April 29, 2004;

6. No. 21,255 – Automated Surface Observing System (ASOS), dated April 5, 2004;

7. No. 21,056 – Runway End Identifier Lights (REIL), dated August 13, 2003;
8. No. 18,946 – Runway End Identifier Lights (REIL), dated October 15, 1997; and 

9. No. 18,256 – Visual Approach Slope Indicator (VASI), dated May 10, 1996.
Under the Federal Aviation Administration grant program, the City agrees to assume certain obligations pertaining to the operation, use and maintenance of the Airport.  These obligations, Airport Assurances, are included in the application for grant funding and become binding upon receipt of federal grant funds.  

Section 28 of the Airport assurances states that the Airport will furnish, without cost, land for Federal facilities in connection with any air navigation activities.   The Memorandum of Agreement complies with that grant assurance.
