RECOMMENDATION:  That Council:  
A. Interview applicant Christina Gonzalez for the position of Youth Intern on the Park and Recreation Commission; and

B. Request that Mayor Blum appoint Christina Gonzalez to the position of Youth Intern on the Park and Recreation Commission.

DISCUSSION:
 

On February 7, 1995, the City Council adopted Resolution No. 95-025 that established a Youth Intern Program for Charter Boards and Commissions.  The Resolution was established to expand the opportunities for City youth residents to participate in the City’s governmental and advisory role process.
Staff has received an application and recommendations from Christina Gonzalez who is requesting to be appointed to such a board as a Youth Intern.

Christina Gonzalez, an upcoming senior at Bishop Diego Garcia High School, is highly regarded by her teachers and principal, as well as her peers. Christina, recently nominated as 2nd Vice Chair for the Santa Barbara Youth Council, has served on the Youth Council for 2 years.  She is also a member of the Alcohol and Drug Prevention Teen Coalition (ADAP), and was in the forefront of the planning and creation of the Twelve35 Teen Center.  In addition to her many civic community service efforts, she is involved in a number of clubs on her school campus.  

Though it is said that “community service is a hallmark of Christina”, she has managed to complete, with exemplary grade marks, Advanced Placement and college preparatory classes, and is part of the National Honors Society on her school campus.  

Among the other things that she enjoys doing is flamenco dancing, public speaking, and advocating for youth.
