Proposed Dance Permit Ordinance Issues:

Background Checks:

· Should the City require background checks of dance permit applicants, including a Live-Scan fingerprint check?
· Owners/Operators only? All employees? Security employees?  

· Applicable to renewals?  If yes, how often?
Annual Renewal:

· Should the City require annual renewal?
 Security Guidelines:

· Should new and existing permit holders submit a business security plan and security guidelines for review?  

· Should responsible Beverage Server (RBS) training be mandatory for all permit holders and staff?

Permit Exemptions:

· Should the ordinance specify those institutions/organizations that are exempt from the dance permit requirement?

Outdoor/Patio Dancing:

· Should the ordinance clarify that outdoor/patio dancing is prohibited?

Limited Dance Permits:

· Should the ordinance increase current “one-day” dance permits to maximum four times per year to accommodate businesses that do not desire or are unable to obtain a regular dance permit?
· Should there be a live-entertainment/dance permit for businesses which desire to have non-amplified music with a limited dance floor?
Public Notification:

· Should the City require new dance permit applicants to post a notice of public hearing on the real property, a one-day legal ad in the newspaper, and notify, by mail, all property owners within a 100’ or 300’ radius of the real property for which the permit is sought?
Conditions of Approval:

· What sort of conditions should be imposed on dance permits?

· Only those relating to or necessary to control excessive noise?
· Security conditions to central disruptive or nuisance (criminal behavior)?
Transfers of Dance Permits:

· Should the ordinance clarify that dance permits are not transferable?

· Provide for a “pre-approval” process for those seeking a dance permit upon the purchase of an existing business?

Concentration of Dance Permits:

· Continue to strictly evaluate all new permits on a case-by-case basis as opposed to adopting a limit or moratorium on the number of dance permits? 

Bases for Denial/Suspension/Revocation:
· Failure to observe noise control requirements.

· Failure to observe security requirements.

· Complaints for excessive noise.
Appeal from Fire and Police Commission Decisions:
· Should appeals from Fire and Police Commission be heard by City Council or be final?
Progressive Discipline Process:

· Should Staff develop a penalty matrix to be incorporated in the Fire & Police Commission Rules and Regulations?
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
