SUBJECT:
Acceptance Of A Storm Drain Easement At 515 Fellowship Road
RECOMMENDATION:  That Council:  

A. Authorize the Public Works Director to execute an Easement Purchase Agreement with William Shalhoob, Trustee of the Romp Family Revocable Trust, Dated September 2, 1992, for the purchase of a public storm drain easement on a portion of the real property commonly known as 515 Fellowship Road (APN 041-220-013), in the amount of $13,000; and
B. Adopt, by reading of title only, A Resolution of the Council of the City of Santa Barbara Accepting an Easement for Public Storm Drain Purposes on a Portion of the Real Property Commonly Known as 515 Fellowship Road.
DISCUSSION:
The City has a corrugated metal pipe storm drain that runs between Litchfield Lane and Fellowship Road through an existing City storm drain easement.  A portion of the existing City storm drain has failed and will be replaced within the proposed, new drainage easement.  The new storm drain is better aligned and will run adjacent to the property line, making it more accessible.  The upper part of the existing pipe near Litchfield Lane will be repaired by lining it with a formed in-place fabric/resin pipe under a separate purchase order.  

EASEMENT PURCHASE

A new drainage easement is needed for the general purpose of replacing the failing pipe.  The existing leaking pipe will be filled and abandoned in place during the construction phase.  The location of the proposed storm drain easement is depicted on the Attachment.

The proposed Easement Purchase Agreement provides for the City’s use of temporary construction easement (TCE) areas on the property near the existing and proposed easements, to allow access for the project to be constructed.
The negotiated compensation of $13,000 to the private property owner for the purchase of the storm drain easement and the TCE was based on an independent appraisal by Stephen G. Schott, MAI, and also based on the costs to remove and replace existing driveway pavement on the affected property following construction.  The appraisal was performed in accordance with accepted appraisal procedures.

In order to expedite matters, the purchase of the drainage easement was successfully negotiated on behalf of the City by Hamner, Jewell & Associates, an independent government real estate services consulting firm.  The negotiations to obtain the easement were performed in accordance with applicable laws and procedures.
BUDGET/FINANCIAL INFORMATION: 

This project is funded by Measure D and Streets Capital funding.  There are adequate funds budgeted for this project.
