Increase Purchase Order Issued To Poirier & David, Architects For The City Hall Basement Office Expansion Project
RECOMMENDATION:  
That Council authorize the General Services Manager to increase Purchase Order No. 377234, issued to Poirier & David, Architects, by $26,000, for a total of $46,000, to complete the design, plans and specifications for the City Hall Basement Office Expansion Project.
DISCUSSION:
The Fiscal Year 2007 Budget includes a $300,000 capital project to convert the space formerly occupied for printing, duplicating and mail operations into office space.  The internal printing and duplicating operations have been discontinued and the Mailroom was relocated to 635 Laguna Street.  
The work includes: the removal and replacement of a suspended ceiling, lighting system, and floor covering; opening two previously sealed windows; the relocation and upgrading of some utilities; relocation of a wall for a new HVAC system; painting; improvements to communication and data conduits/systems; and the purchase and installation of an office furniture system.  

To expedite the process, which requires preparing plans and specifications for the bidding, pulling permits and satisfying appropriate board and committee requirements, the City Administrator, within his authority, approved a $20,000 Purchase Order to Poirier & David to initiate design work for this project.  Since the total cost of the professional services, $46,000, exceeds the City Administrator’s authority, Council approval is required for the remaining $26,000.
