SUBJECT:
Out-Of-City Sewer Agreements For Certain Properties On Apple Grove Lane And Northview Road
RECOMMENDATION:  That Council:
A.
Authorize the Public Works Director to execute an Agreement for Sewer Connection, in a form approved by the City Attorney, for out-of-City sewer service to 700 Northview Road;

B.
Authorize the Public Works Director to execute an Agreement for Sewer Connection, in a form approved by the City Attorney, for out-of-City sewer service to 432 Apple Grove Lane;
C.
Authorize the Public Works Director to execute an Agreement for Sewer Connection, in a form approved by the City Attorney, for out-of-City sewer service to 529 Apple Grove Lane; and 

D.
Authorize the Public Works Director to execute an Agreement for Sewer Connection, in a form approved by the City Attorney, for out-of-City sewer service to 590 Apple Grove Lane.
DISCUSSION:

The owners of four properties in the unincorporated area in the vicinity of Apple Grove Lane and Northview Road have applied for a connection to the City’s wastewater system.  The properties are: 700 Northview Road, 432 Apple Grove Lane, 529 Apple Grove Lane, and 590 Apple Grove Lane.  The requests are motivated by failing septic systems on each of the properties.  This area is not served by any other sanitary district, so it is appropriate for them to be served by the City.
Connections to properties outside the City limits require execution of a recorded agreement and approval by the Local Agency Formation Commission (LAFCO).  The recommended agreements will be prepared in conformance with applicable resolutions and requirements of the Municipal Code, including the required Consent to Annex and Waiver of Right to Protest Annexation.  The agreement for 700 Northview Road is expected to also include provisions for extension of the public sewer main at the property owner’s expense and in accordance with City standards.  The other three properties are adjacent to an existing City sewer main and would not require an extension.  An application for LAFCO approval of the agreements has been submitted for the September 6, 2007 LAFCO meeting to allow timely response to these pending requests from the property owners.

The City's Environmental Analyst has determined that the project is categorically exempt from further environmental review.  The Water Commission has historically supported City sewer service in this area and was scheduled as of this writing to be briefed on the current proposal at the August 13, 2007 Water Commission meeting.

FINANCIAL/BUDGET IMPACT:
No costs are anticipated as a part of the agreements.  A small amount of additional revenue to the Wastewater Fund will result.
SUSTAINABILITY IMPACT:  

This action will allow abandonment of septic tanks in an area where such systems are known to have caused odor problems, which may also have contributed to water quality problems in nearby Arroyo Burro Creek.
