SUBJECT:
Acceptance Of Grant From State Of California Parks And Recreation Department For The Leadbetter Utilities Project
RECOMMENDATION:  
That Council accept a grant from the State of California Parks and Recreation Department in the amount of $181,000 for the Leadbetter Utilities Project.  
DISCUSSION:
In anticipation of utilizing a State Parks and Recreation Grant from Proposition 40, passed by the voters in 2002, funds were budgeted in Fiscal Year 2005 for a project at Leadbetter Beach to install utilities for event rentals.  Designs and plans were prepared and a grant application was submitted to the State Parks and Recreation Department for the project.  The State has approved the grant for the Leadbetter Utilities project in the amount of $181,000.  Construction is anticipated to begin right after Labor Day.  
The scope of work includes the installation of above-grade utility pedestals with potable water and electricity.  These improvements will serve event rentals at Leadbetter Beach, and reduce the use generators in the park.  Electricity will be available for all but the largest events, which will still be required to bring in additional power sources.  Potable water will also be provided for events.  Historically, water was provided as a courtesy by the Shoreline Grill and supplied by hoses from the restaurant.  Both electricity and water will only be activated by the City during permitted activities.  Additional funds will be directed to improvements in the park and turf areas.  
BUDGET/FINANCIAL INFORMATION:  
$181,000 in expenditure and revenue appropriations are in the Fiscal Year 2008 budget for this project. 
SUSTAINABILITY IMPACT:  
The access to electricity should reduce the need for generators and the resulting air and noise pollution.  The access to water could reduce the need for bottled water.
