Councilmembers Barnwell/Falcone to:  maintain the current percentage of required inclusionary units at 15 percent; remand the Inclusionary Housing Ordinance to the Ordinance Committee in order to 1) lower the threshold project size to which the Ordinance applies from 10 units to 2 units, 2) change the calculation of the in-lieu fee from the difference between the development cost of a 2-bedroom condominium and the maximum sale price of a low-income affordable unit to the difference between the development cost of a 2-bedroom condominium and the maximum sale price of a moderate-income affordable unit, and 3) discuss other possible revisions to the in-lieu fee; and direct Staff to return to Council with the revised ordinance for introduction and subsequent adoption.
