
Summary of Agreements

Cooperative Agreement
The proposed Cooperative Agreement between Caltrans, the City, the Santa Barbara County Local Transportation Authority (Authority) and the Santa Barbara County Association of Governments (SBCAG) defines and sets forth the respective roles during construction of the Freeway Project, generally as follows:

· Caltrans, as the lead agency, is responsible for the project design and Caltrans will advertise to solicit bids for the project, award the construction contract, and administer the construction, including construction management, inspections, construction surveys and materials testing.
· The Authority and SBCAG will together provide funding to deliver the project, manage a public awareness program, implement a transportation demand management (trip reduction) program before and during the project, and provide final right of way mapping for rights of way acquired for the project, and for any relinquishments in support of local improvements.
· The City will monitor the project to ensure compliance with the Coastal Development Permit (CDP), provide any required permits for contractors and utility companies affected by the project, accept and maintain non‑freeway facilities after the project, accept and forward Caltrans’ contribution for transit service requirements to the provider of such services, execute a Property Transfer Agreement to accept Caltrans’ relinquishment of non‑freeway rights of way after the project and to convey any City rights of way needed for the project, issue encroachment permits for project work within adjacent City rights of way, provide a City contact for coordination and inspections, and execute a Freeway Maintenance Agreement to outline City’s maintenance of non‑freeway elements after completion of the project.

To expedite matters in anticipation of approvals recommended by staff respectively on behalf of the Authority, SBCAG and the City, certain Caltrans headquarters officials have already executed the Cooperative Agreement, with intended final execution by Caltrans District 5 officials.  On August 16, 2007, the Cooperative Agreement was approved jointly by the Authority and SBCAG.  The Cooperative Agreement is now recommended for approval by the City Administrator, on behalf of Council, as set forth in the proposed Resolution.  Following the City’s approval and execution, the Cooperative Agreement will be transmitted to Caltrans, District 5, for final handling and approval

Freeway Maintenance Agreement
The proposed Freeway Maintenance Agreement with Caltrans generally clarifies the separation of maintenance responsibilities related to certain freeway and non‑freeway improvements, generally as follows:
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· Caltrans shall maintain all structural components of City streets and pedestrian facilities under crossing the freeway.
· The City shall maintain roadways of City streets, shoulders, bike lanes, curbs, sidewalks, wall surfaces (including graffiti removal), drainage facilities, lighting and traffic service facilities, under control of City, at the undercrossing of the freeway.
· The City shall maintain drainage, lighting and painted surfaces, including graffiti and debris removal, within the pedestrian under crossing the freeway at Butterfly Lane.
· The City shall clean and paint the City’s side of all sound walls, including graffiti and debris removal, whether on City property or in keeping with City policy enforcement related to private property maintenance.
· Caltrans shall maintain sound wall flood release panels, with periodic inspections and reports to the City of any apparent obstructions to free flow of storm waters outside of the freeway limits.
· The City shall maintain non‑freeway landscaping at street and pedestrian ways
· Caltrans shall maintain all freeway landscaping and irrigation facilities except for non‑freeway landscaping and irrigation maintained by the City as depicted on exhibits to the Freeway Maintenance Agreement.
· Caltrans shall maintain all drainage infrastructure within the freeway limits and within any drainage easements acquired by Caltrans, except following completion of the freeway project, City shall maintain storm drain inlets located outside of Caltrans’ freeway limits, in particular drains at the southerly end of Canada Street and concluding at the northwesterly corner of Alisos and Cacique Streets.
· Caltrans shall provide for efficient operation of the freeway interchanges with maintenance and energy costs of safety lighting, traffic signals and traffic control devices that are shared equally between Caltrans and the City except that the City shall control, maintain and pay all costs associated with City’s operation of lighting, traffic signals and traffic control devices located at the freeway southbound off ramp at the intersection of Milpas and Indio Muerto Streets.
· Caltrans shall maintain all fences, guardrails, drain facilities, and structural adequacy of the multipurpose bicycle path located within the freeway limits, except City shall maintain all slopes as required to provide a safe facility for bicycle travel including sweeping, debris removal, signing, striping, and pavement markings of the non‑motorized facility within and outside of the freeway limits.

The proposed Resolution will provide authorization by Council for the City Administrator to execute the Freeway Maintenance Agreement.
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Utility Agreement No. 1332.704

The proposed Utility Agreement No. 1332.704 with Caltrans provides for the required alteration and relocation of waterlines affected by the Freeway Project, generally as follows:

· The City shall relocate two fire hydrants and two water mains in accordance with an approved civil design plan by the City.
· The City’s existing water mains located within the freeway limits will be relocated by City with reimbursement of the actual relocation costs by Caltrans, without increased contribution for any betterment of such facilities.
· The City’s costs to review and prepare civil design plans for the relocation of water mains shall be reimbursed by Caltrans.
· The City’s prior rights located within the freeway limits where water mains will remain or be relocated may be preserved by a proposed Joint Use Agreement or by a Consent to Common Use Agreement, between the City and Caltrans.

The proposed Resolution will provide authorization by Council for the City Administrator to execute the Utility Agreement No. 1332.704.

Utility Agreement No. 1332.705
The proposed Utility Agreement No. 1332.705 with Caltrans provides for the required alteration and relocation of sewer lines affected by the Freeway Project, generally as follows:

· The City shall relocate its wastewater facilities in accordance with an approved civil design plan by City.
· The City’s existing sanitary sewer facilities located within the freeway limits will be relocated by City with reimbursement of the actual relocation costs by Caltrans without increased contribution for any betterment of such facilities.
· The City’s costs to review and prepare civil design plans for the relocation of sanitary sewer mains shall be reimbursed by Caltrans.

The proposed Resolution will provide authorization by Council for the City Administrator to execute the Utility Agreement No. 1332.705.
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
