
RESOLUTION NO. 07-075
A RESOLUTION OF THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SANTA BARBARA AUTHORIZING THE CITY ADMINISTRATOR TO APPROVE THE COOPERATIVE AGREEMENT WITH THE STATE OF CALIFORNIA, ACTING BY AND THROUGH THE DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION, WITH THE SANTA BARBARA COUNTY LOCAL TRANSPORTATION AUTHORITY, AND WITH THE SANTA BARBARA COUNTY ASSOCIATION OF GOVERNMENTS; Approve the Freeway Maintenance Agreement, Also With the State of California; AND AUTHORIZE THE PUBLIC WORKS DIRECTOR TO ACCEPT AND EXECUTE WATER UTILITY AGREEMENT NO. 1332.704 AND WASTEWATER UTILITY AGREEMENT nO. 1332.705, ALL OF WHICH RELATE TO THE HIGHWAY 101 OPERATIONAL IMPROVEMENTS PROJECT BETWEEN THE MILPAS STREET AND HOT SPRINGS ROAD AND CABRILLO BOULEVARD INTERCHANGES
WHEREAS, in connection with the Coastal Development Permit (hereinafter the “CDP”) approved by Resolution No. 059‑04 of the Planning Commission on December 16, 2004, for the Highway 101 Operational Improvements Project between the Milpas Street and Hot Springs Road and Cabrillo Boulevard Interchanges (hereinafter the “Freeway Project”), the State of California, acting by and through the Department of Transportation (hereinafter “Caltrans”), has developed civil design plans for construction of various freeway improvements (hereinafter the “Freeway”) and for the construction and alteration of various new and existing public improvements owned and maintained by the City (hereinafter the “City’s improvements”) within the City of Santa Barbara;

WHEREAS, in order for actions regarding the Freeway Project to be considered by the California Transportation Commission (hereinafter the “CTC”), Caltrans requires the execution by the City of various agreements prepared for such purpose;

WHEREAS, on February 13, 2007, Council adopted Resolution No. 07‑008 to approve the execution of the Freeway Agreement with Caltrans, approved as Agreement No. 22,314;
WHEREAS, Caltrans now requires execution by the City and other parties of the Cooperative Agreement for the Freeway project;

WHEREAS, Caltrans now requires execution by the City of the Freeway Maintenance Agreement for the Freeway project;

WHEREAS, Caltrans now requires execution by the City of the Utility Agreement No. 1332.704 for relocation of waterlines to make way for the Freeway project;

WHEREAS, Caltrans now requires execution by the City of the Utility Agreement No. 1332.705 for relocation of sewer lines to make way for the Freeway project;

WHEREAS, as the need for additional agreements to provide for specific elements for the Freeway Project becomes apparent, such additional agreements will be provided by Caltrans to the City for consideration, which may include, but not be limited to, a Property Exchange Agreement; and
WHEREAS, this Resolution will provide authorization by the Council of the City of Santa Barbara to execute and deliver certain agreements to Caltrans as required for the Freeway Project to be considered by the CTC.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SANTA BARBARA AS FOLLOWS:
SECTION 1.
The City Administrator is hereby authorized to execute and deliver the Cooperative Agreement with the State of California, acting by and through its Department of Transportation, with the Santa Barbara County Local Transportation Authority, a public entity, and with the Santa Barbara County Association of Governments, a regional transportation planning agency organized under the laws of the State of California, as required for the Freeway Project.

SECTION 2.
The City Administrator is hereby authorized to execute and deliver the Freeway Maintenance Agreement with the State of California, acting by and through its Department of Transportation, as required for the Freeway Project.

SECTION 3.
The Public Works Director is hereby authorized to execute and deliver the Utility Agreement No. 1332.704 with the State of California, acting by and through its Department of Transportation, as required for the Freeway Project.

SECTION 4.
The Public Works Director is hereby authorized to execute and deliver the Utility Agreement No. 1332.705 with the State of California, acting by and through its Department of Transportation, as required for the Freeway Project. 
SECTION 5.
This Resolution shall become effective immediately upon its adoption.
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
