Dear Mr. Allen,
I received a request from Jay Hilje, Parking Resource Specialist who asked if the police department supported the existing parking restrictions in the neighborhood of the 2500 block of Modoc Road, and would we back the Greenwell residents’ request for Resident Permit Area “L” parking. 

The police department supports adding Greenwell Lane into the Resident Permit Program for two reasons.

First, a key proponent of law enforcement is prevention. CPTED or Crime Prevention through Environmental Design is a strategy to identify potential crime problems and making necessary changes to the location to make the area undesirable to the criminal element. One of the primary concepts is to provide for “natural surveillance”. Greenwell is an open street that can be clearly seen by the residents. By permitting only residents and their guests to park on the street, the city is making it possible for the neighborhood to “police” their own area to prevent auto burglaries, thefts and vandalisms.

Secondly and possibly more importantly is the fact that 2517 & 2541 Modoc Road are apartment complexes which are high density and occupied/visited by large numbers of people, some of whom are prone to criminal behavior. This is evident by the attached report of calls for police services to 2517 and 2541 Modoc Road for the period of two years, 2004 through 2006. Also attached is a breakdown of the types of incidents the police department has had to respond to over this two year period

As can be seen, the police responded to 2517 Modoc Road, 82 times and to 2541 Modoc Road, 94 times making a total of 176 police calls in a two year period to two specific apartment complexes. This is an inordinate number of problems that needed a response from law enforcement.

By limiting the availability of parking to residents and associates of these complexes, it may somewhat curtail the influx of undesirables into the area, as well as allow the residents to monitor their own cars.
