Sycamore Creek

RECOMMENDATION:

That Council accept the work completed by Schock Contracting Corporation (Schock),
Contract No. 22,162, for the Mason Street Pedestrian Bridge at Sycamore Creek Project,
Bid No. 4494, located at 1306 East Mason Street, in the final contract amount of
$389,400.25, including approved changes, and approve filing of a Notice of Completion.

DISCUSSION:
SCOPE OF WORK

The completed project provides the public with pedestrian access across Sycamore
Creek at Mason Street and a safer route to school for kids attending Franklin Elementary
School. In addition to the pedestrian bridge and sidewalks, the project included the
construction of bridge abutments and cast-in-place piles. The bridge abutments were
excavated outside the banks of the creek, which minimized disturbance to the creek
banks. In addition, sidewalk “links” were installed to complete the sidewalk to and from
the bridge, two pedestrian lights were installed, and the creek banks were landscaped.
The completion of the Mason Street sidewalk between Salinas Street and Milpas Street
has resulted in a safe and beautiful pathway for the neighborhood.

Funding for this project came out of the State Route 144 Relinquishment Agreement
with Caltrans. As part of the agreement, Caltrans gave the City funds to make
infrastructure improvements along the corridor in exchange for the City taking over
future ownership.

A public ribbon cutting ceremony is currently being planned that would include the Franklin
School, neighbors, and Council.

BACKGROUND

On July 18, 2006, Council awarded the project construction contract to Schock in the
amount of $385,520. Council also authorized the Public Works Director to approve
expenditures for extra work, in the amount of $38,552.

SUMMARY

Schock has completed all work in accordance with the contract plans and specifications,
and final inspection of the work for acceptance by the City has taken place.

The final contract amount of $389,400.25 is $3,880.25 over the original contract amount of
$385,520, but within the total authorized expenditure for the project. This difference is due
to the issuance of contract change orders in the total amount of $3,235.69, and differences
between bid quantities and quantities measured for payment amounting to a cost of
$644.56, for a net project cost change of $3,880.25.

CHANGE ORDERS

The work covered by change orders consisted of the substitution of a different model type
for two pedestrian lights and the replacement of deteriorated guardrail posts.
