SUBJECT:

Contract For Construction Of Alisos Street Access Ramps Project
RECOMMENDATION:
That Council award and authorize the Public Works Director to execute a contract with United Shotcrete, Inc., waiving minor irregularities, in their low bid amount of $41,620, for construction of the Alisos Street Access Ramps Project, Bid No. 3526, and to approve expenditures up to $6,243 to cover any cost increases that may result from contract change orders for extra work and differences between estimated bid quantities and actual quantities measured for payment.
DISCUSSION:

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

This Community Development Block Grant and Measure D funded project consists of constructing eight two-way directional sidewalk access ramps on Alisos Street.  The work will be completed at the intersection of Alisos Street at De La Guerra Street (4 ramps), Ortega Street (2 ramps), and Alphonse Street (2 ramps).  See Attached Project Location Map.  The goal is to promote pedestrian usage and enhance accessibility along this route of travel.
