Current Year Analysis

General Fund Revenues

The table below summarizes General Fund revenues for the six months ended December 31, 2007. For interim financial statement purposes, revenues are reported on the cash basis (i.e. when they are received).  The table below includes the budgeted totals as well as the year-to-date (YTD) budget, which for tax revenues has been seasonally adjusted based on a 3-year average of collections through the same period.  Because tax revenues are not collected evenly throughout the year, adjusting the YTD budget to reflect the unique collection pattern of each category of tax revenue enables a more meaningful comparison to year-to-date results shown in the YTD Actual column. For all other revenues, the YTD Budget column represents 50% (6 months out of the 12) of the annual budget column. Unlike tax revenues, these revenues tend to be collected more evenly during the year.
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After six months of activity, we can now identify trends and make preliminary estimates regarding where we expect revenues to end the year. These preliminary year-end revenue estimates and the potential impact on next fiscal year’s budget have already been presented to City Council as part of the budget work session held on January 30th.

As can be seen in the table above, total revenues are approximately $1.3 million below the YTD budget at December 31, 2007. Even though there is a negative YTD budget variance after six months, revenues are ahead of six-month revenues from last fiscal year. Several of the major revenues are discussed below.
Sales and Use Taxes

Sales tax collections are below the YTD budget. Because of the State’s lag in sales tax reporting the mid-year amount is based solely on one quarter, the quarter ended September 30th, of actual data. Sales tax revenue would need to grow approximately 4.9% this fiscal year to meet budget. Based on available data and the economic uncertainty staff is now projecting a 2% growth rate, resulting in a year-end estimate approximately $564,000 below budget.
Property Taxes

To date, property tax revenue is holding up well despite the turmoil in the real estate market. Whether this will continue remains to be seen. Property tax revenues are less than one percent under YTD budget at December 31. This small variance is not considered significant and revenues are expected exceed budget at year end by approximately $200,000. Much will depend on “supplemental” property taxes, assessed when properties are sold or improved after the levy date. Staff estimates for supplemental taxes have been adjusted downward due to the weakening real estate market yet we still anticipate revenues will exceed budget by year-end.
Utility Users Taxes

Utility users tax (UUT) is a 6% tax applied to utilities, including water, cable television, telephone, electricity, refuse, and natural gas. By ordinance, 50% of all UUT revenues are dedicated to streets maintenance and capital and are reported directly in the Streets Fund. The $3.3 million revenue in the first six months is slightly below the YTD budget. Growth of 4.3% is needed to meet budget but staff is now projecting fiscal year growth of 3% resulting in a nominal projected year-end shortfall of approximately $84,000. Increases in UUT revenue from most sectors is more than offset by a 5.8% decline in the electric sector, the City’s largest source of UUT revenue.
Transient Occupancy Taxes

Transient Occupancy Tax (TOT) revenues weakened considerably in the first half of the fiscal year and through December are approximately $145,000 below the YTD budget and only 2.4% (cash basis) ahead of the prior year. We would need 7% growth to meet the annual budget but with growth at just 2% through mid-year, staff is projecting that we will end the year as much as $635,000 short of budget. November and December showed year-over-year declines of 1.8% and 0.1%, respectively. Based on this, staff is projecting a 2% annual growth.
Franchise Fees
Franchise fee revenues are received from companies that have a franchise agreement with the City and tend to follow the same pattern as UUT.  Franchise fees were approximately $86,000 below the YTD budget and slightly below the prior year.  Staff is now projecting we will end the year approximately 3.5% ahead of last year. This will result in a minor shortfall of approximately $60,000 at fiscal year-end.
Use of Money & Property
At mid-year, revenue from this revenue source was approximately $132,000 ahead of budget. By far the largest revenue in this category is investment income. Despite the recent decline in interest rates, staff is projecting that we will end the year on target. In part, this is because staff was conservative in estimating investment income. In addition, it takes time for the impact of lower interest rates to affect the City’s investment portfolio as investments mature and are replaced by newer purchases.
Intergovernmental
Intergovernmental revenue is substantially ahead of the YTD budget due almost entirely to mutual aid revenue received by the Fire Department. The Department responded to a large number of incidents this fiscal year and has already received almost $1.8 million of mutual aid revenue. This is almost $1.5 million more than budgeted. The Fire Department projects that mutual aid revenue will exceed budget by $2 million by fiscal year-end. This additional revenue will more than offset the extra overtime costs associated with providing the assistance. As discussed below, staff is requesting that most of these revenues be appropriated to cover the increased costs associated with the mutual aid provided.
Fines and Forfeitures

The largest revenue in this category is parking citation revenue. As part of the current budget, the majority of parking fines were raised to $41 with the revenue estimate adjusted upward according. However, parking citation revenue is running well below year-to-date budget at mid-year. At this point, staff believes we may end the year as much as $400,000 below budget. Part of this is a timing issue. Parking citations are accounted for on a cash basis (when the payments are received). Although the police department began issuing citations at the new $41 level on July 1st, revenue collected in July and August was primarily for citations issued in May and June, prior to the rate increase. This accounts for some, but not all, of the unfavorable variance. Staff is still analyzing the cause of the balance of the shortfall. It is interesting because the number of citations issued has not declined. One possible reason being investigated is a significant increase in the number of citations paid on time. Citations paid late are subject to a penalty that doubles the amount of the fine. So, if not paid on time, a $41 citation doubles to $82. With the increase in citation rates to $41, it is likely that more people are paying on time to avoid the high cost of the late payment penalty.

Fees & Charges revenues are approximately $527,000 below the YTD budget at December 31, 2007.
Although Library accounts for over half of the unfavorable variance at mid-year this is the result of a timing issue due to delays in receiving our funding from the County. In fact, as of the writing of this report, the County revenue has been received.
Of more concern are Planning and Building & Safety revenues which are almost $300,000 below the year-to-date budget. These revenues are dependent on many factors beyond the control of the department and are therefore very difficult to accurately predict. A slowdown in development activity has resulted in the negative revenue variance. We expect to end the year substantially below budget which, in turn, will undoubtedly require a corresponding adjustment in next year’s revenue estimates.
General Fund Expenditures
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SUMMARY OF EXPENDITURES

GENERAL FUND

For the Six Months Ended December 31, 2007

The table below summarizes the General Fund budget and year-to-date expenditures through December 31, 2007. The Annual Budget column represents the amended budget, which includes appropriation carryovers from the prior year, as well as any supplemental appropriations approved by Council in the current year.
As shown above, a year-to-date budget (labeled “YTD Budget”) column is included. This represents 50% of the annual budget to coincide with 6 out of 12 months in the fiscal year having elapsed. Unlike revenues, where the collection rate during the year is seasonally affected, most expenditures tend to be incurred fairly evenly throughout the year.
The amended annual budget totaled approximately $106.7 million, and the year-to-date budget is calculated at $53.3 million (50%).  Actual expenditures of $53.6 million, combined with $2.5 million in encumbrances, resulted in an unfavorable variance of $2.8 million (2.6%).  Encumbrances consist of amounts carried forward from the prior year and current year encumbered contracts for materials and services, such as financial audits, maintenance, and attorney services that will be performed throughout the remainder of this fiscal year.  Excluding encumbrances, expenditure were only two tenths of a percent over the YTD budget. 
All departments will be closely monitoring expenditures throughout the remainder of the year to ensure that expenditures end the year under budget.  With the current financial climate, many departments are reevaluating their operating budgets and looking for ways to finish the year with additional budget savings.  With the exception of Police, Fire, and Non-departmental, all negative mid-year variances are attributable to encumbrances that will be liquidated throughout the year.  
Fire Department expenses are over the YTD budget due to requests for mutual aid assistance to fight several fires outside Santa Barbara County this year.  The cost of providing mutual aid is approximately $1.2 million this year.  The City receives mutual aid reimbursements to offset the additional costs of providing mutual aid assistance. The Department is requesting approximately $1.1 million in additional appropriations at mid-year to cover these costs. 
Police Department expenditures are above the YTD budget $548,529 (-1.7%).  This includes encumbrances of $335,054 (1%) that will be used up throughout the remainder of the year.  This variance is not considered significant at this time and staff projects that expenditures will end the year below the existing budget.  The Department has experienced a disproportionate amount of salary and benefit expenditures due to required staffing for the City’s celebrations of Fiesta and Independence Day in the first month of the year.  Salary & benefit savings will be less than prior years so staff will continually monitor expenditures to ensure that the department ends the year within budgetary limits.  
Non-departmental expenditures often exceed the YTD budget at December 31 because of debt service payments that are made when due throughout the year and large community events that occur in the first quarter.  While there is a negative budget variance through six months, this variance is temporary and expenditures are expected to be within budgetary limits at year-end.

ENTERPRISE FUNDS

Unlike the General Fund, which relies primarily on taxes to subsidize programs and services, Enterprise Fund operations are primarily financed from user fees.  The table below summarizes Enterprise Fund revenues and expenses through December 31, 2007, with a comparison to budget and prior year. Note that the “YTD Budget” column for revenue has been calculated based on a 3-year average collection rate through December 31. This rate, which is shown as a percentage in the “3 Year Average Rec’d” column, has been applied to the annual budget amount to arrive at the YTD Budget. This approach is used in recognition that enterprise fund revenues, like General Fund tax revenues, are seasonally affected and are generally not received evenly throughout the year. Therefore, adjusting the budget for seasonal variations allows for a more meaningful comparison to YTD revenues. The “YTD Actual” for expense includes encumbrances at December 31 of each respective year.
Overall, revenues and expenses of the Enterprise Funds were in line with expectations at December 31, 2007.  Staff projections indicate that all Enterprise Funds except the Golf Fund will meet or exceed the revenue budgets for the year.  While Golf Fund revenues will probably fall short of the annual budget, it should be noted that they are on target to exceed those of the prior year.  Any revenue shortfall in the enterprise funds will be offset by expense savings.  As shown in the table above, expenses in the Wastewater, Airport, and Waterfront Funds are over the year-to-date budget at December 31.  These temporary negative variances are primarily due to encumbrances for annual contracts and other costs that will be liquidated throughout the remainder of this year and debt service payments that are not paid evenly throughout the year.  All enterprise funds expenses will end the year within the annual budgetary limitations.
