Dear Dave:
The purpose of this letter is to express the City of Santa Barbara’s interest to participate in a feasibility study on the implementation of the Community Choice Aggregation (CCA) model for the purchase and sale of community electrical energy as defined by California Assembly Bill 117.
It is my understanding that several of our neighboring communities would also need to participate in CCA in order to create a viable program that minimizes electrical energy cost.  Therefore, before the City proceeds with the funding of our portion of the study, we have agreed that at least, the following communities need to participate in the funding, planning and in the selection of a consultant to conduct the study:

· The City of Goleta

· The County of Santa Barbara for areas served by Southern California Edison

· The City of Carpinteria

· The City of Ventura

At this point, we would recommend that the cost of the study, less any grants funds, be apportioned based upon population. However, this formula could change based upon further discussions with the other agencies.
Should these other agencies commit to participating, the City of Santa Barbara will be happy to take the lead in coordinating the selection and management of the consultant conducting the feasibility study.
Thank you for helping our staff to understand the opportunities and risks associated with CCA, and for your help to solicit interested partnering communities.
