A lengthy discussion preceded this vote.  Thomas Byrne was not satisfied with the conditions placed upon this dance permit.  Specifically, that dancing be limited to 3 nights per week, that dancing shall cease by 1:00 a.m., that except in an emergency, no patrons shall enter or exit the premise through the rear door and that the rear door be kept closed, but unlocked, at all times during hours of dancing.  Mr. Byrne will most likely appeal to Council regarding the conditions place upon this permit.
Tamara Erickson of the Hotel Santa Barbara and Kay Morter of the Holiday Inn Express were also present at this meeting and stated their concerns regarding granting a dance permit to “Mynt” and also regarding the addition of a new dance permit in the downtown area to the James Joyce.

· Budget issues; public safety is a priority; If budget cuts become necessary we will most likely not fill positions that are vacant; May have to hold off on some equipment until next year
· Working very hard on gang issues; Gang unit is enhanced; Bike patrol still in effect; all patrol officers, including those outside the gang unit, have had training on gang identification and gang crime investigation
· One homicide still not solved, however an arrest is imminent
· Two stabbings in the last few weeks; still working those diligently; Victims are uncooperative in identifying the perpetrator
