SUBJECT:
Human Services Contract Assignment For Homemaker Program
RECOMMENDATION:
That Council authorize the assignment of Family Service Agency Human Services Contract No. 23,042 in the remaining amount of $3,750 for the period of October 1, 2009, to June 30, 2010, to Visiting Nurse & Hospice Care of Santa Barbara for operation of the Homemaker Program.

DISCUSSION:
Family Service Agency (FSA) has operated the Homemaker program for over 20 years, providing elderly individuals and disabled adults with care and companionship to allow them to remain living at home, maintaining their dignity and independence. Due to recent economic conditions and decreased funding opportunities, FSA determined it needed to discontinue the Homemaker program. The City of Santa Barbara has supported this program through its Human Services funds continuously since 1996. 

Visiting Care and Companions, a program of Visiting Nurse and Hospice Care of Santa Barbara (VNHC), agreed to assume operation of the Homemaker program from FSA and continue service to clients in Santa Barbara and Lompoc. The transition of current Homemaker clients from FSA to VNHC was completed on October 15, 2009. 

The Community Development and Human Services Committee made a recommendation at their February 23, 2010 meeting that City Council authorize the assignment of the Family Service Agency’s Human Services contract and the remaining $3,750 to Visiting Nurse and Hospice Care of Santa Barbara. The contract is for the operation of the Homemaker Program through June 30, 2010.
