SUBJECT:

Boating Safety And Enforcement Grant From California Department Of Boating And Waterways For A Re-power Of Patrol Boat #1 
RECOMMENDATION:  That Council: 
A. Adopt, by reading of title only, A Resolution of the Council of the City of Santa Barbara Authorizing the Waterfront Director to Execute an Agreement with the California Department of Boating and Waterways Accepting a $35,000 Grant for a Re-power of Patrol Boat #1; and
B. Increase Fiscal Year 2007 estimated revenue in the amount of $35,000 and appropriate the funds to the Waterfront Department’s Fiscal Year 2007 Capital Budget.
DISCUSSION:
 

The Waterfront Department has applied successfully to the California Department of Boating and Waterways (DBW) for a grant to replace an existing single engine and sterndrive on Patrol Boat #1, to enhance existing services and response for law enforcement and boating safety.  Patrol Boat #1 (a 20’ Radon built in 1983) is the workhorse of the Harbor Patrol fleet, operating over 1,500 hours per year on harbor and coastal patrols, marine rescues and towing.   The Department sought the grant because budgetary constraints limit its ability to outfit its four-vessel Harbor Patrol fleet with vital equipment.  The City would benefit in several ways by re-powering Patrol Boat #1: 
· Reduced out-of-service hours; 

· Reduced maintenance costs; 

· More power results in more effective response times; and 

· Enhanced dependability

In the interest of public safety and fiscal responsibility, staff therefore requests Council to authorize the Waterfront Director to execute the agreement with DBW for a re-power of Patrol Boat #1.
